ADULTBRATION OF PEPPBR.

—

A brief despatch, a few days ago,
referred to a report issued by the In-
tand Revenue Department, stating
that considerable adulteration of pep-
per was still carried on In Canada.
ghe bulletin from which this informa-
tion was taken has now been recelv-
ed. It shows that although adultera-
tion is still common, it is not nearly
80 bad as before the Adulteration Act
came into force. In an inspection made
in 1905, out of 1,348 samples of pepper
examined, 673, or almost exactly B0
per cent. were found to be adulterat
ed. In the recent inspection in which
298 samples were examined, the per-
centage of adulteration wes only 28
While gratification is ex-
pressed by the chief inspector regard-
ing this marked improvement, he is
still compelled to acknowledge that In
spite of it, ground pepper remains one
of the most badly adulterated arti-
cles of food in Canada. In partial
explanation of this, he sn:)'s, “The
recent enforcement the United
States of a strict inspection of food
stuffs and the refusal in several of
the mtates to admit materials imported
for the express purpose of adulterat-
