Oa the 6th of April, 1770, delegates
from Cornwallls; Horton and Newport
met the brethren at Falmouth, to con-
sidei*the advisability of crdaining Mr,
ALl to the ‘work of the gospel minis-
try. After due and satisfactory ex-
amination of the candidate, it was
declded to proceed in the ordination on
the ' followlng d.ﬁ They met in a
Iarge barn on Mr. Manning's farm, and
after & sermon by Mr. Pearson he re-
celved the imposition of hands. It
was simple and solemnly grand.

Shortly after this he crossed over to
Bt. Jobn and went up the river preach-
fog and exhorting wherever he came,
He did not stay long in ono place. His
soul seemed to bo so on fire with
UObrist's love that he could not rest, but
with an indomitable will overcame all
obstacler. I am amazed and bumbled
when [ discover what ~difficnities he
copquered, - Much of the time he
travelied on horse back owing to the
rough roads, but when neither & homse
or boat conld proceed, he walked, often
on snowshoos through the trackless
foreat, sometimes so weary and far
from settlement that he and his guide
would eleep in the woods, with no
goveriog but the “etherial canopy,” as
he says 1o his journal.

Oot. 13, I went with two men to Cape
e, We teavelled one day fourieen
miles, the next day I travelled until I
thought I should drop down with
wenariness, for it was scms of my fiest
travelling on-fool. I was so wearled
that I was obliged to lean on the man's
arm as [ walked. I conld hardly deaw
my feet after me and we had nothing
with us to eat. As [ was there labor
ing, & remarkable instance of FProvi-
dence thappened, I askeda man how
far wo tw‘ to travel? He replied nine
miles. I said ] should not get in that
night. He said he would go in and
bring me a horse for the rest of the
way. Soon after he had [spoken, we
espied five or six horses on the beach,
that hgd come ous from the settlement,
and wit® much tronble we caught two
of them, - intending to pay the owners
for the use of them when we had got
in, and we arrived without much more

EXTRACTS FROM HI8 JOURNAL,
March 10, 1780, I set out from An-
napolis on snowshoes ; as thiere was no
riding on account of the depth of snow
A young man went with me to omry
my saddle bags. We had to walk forty

miles before we could ride. I travelled
the forty miles in five days. The next
day 1 preached and found the work of

God raviving. April2lst [ wént up the
river 8t. Jobn. I remained, presching
sod visiting from piace to place, until
the Gih of June, I preached at several
places as 1 went down and many souls
wera bora to God.  Muoch people went
with me from place to place, sometimes
six orseven boats loaded with people
Juoe 10.h, O what & good day it wa«
to me, easpecially in the evening, when
being wearled in body, I told my
Irfends I must retireas scon as possible ;
but in prayer it pleascd Giod o come
in such power, that some in the room
who before had been careless, were
taken hold of and roared out for meroy,
and there were three souls bs ught out
rej dcing that night. And O what a
bicssed night that was. Bome were
praying and some pralsing all -that
night. As for my own part I never
closed my eyes to aleep till the next
day. Al glory to my blessed Master!

At Backville, N. B, Preached at five
in the morning and God was there of &
trath. We then sang and prayed in
the street after whioh I rode ten miles
preached again. Aftirthe sermon
my heart lea for joy to haye an old
Judge—-who had also been & major in
the King's service—oome and take me
thhe hand, telling me, with tears in
bis eyes, I & happy L0 see you onoe
