Mitny of them are angry because
foresee @ glut of Chinese halr on the
European markets for many years by
reason of the gale of hundreds of thou
sands of pigtails, which will result in
the cheapening of wigs and fringes.
Several leading
coiffeurs on being apj
Herald reporter flatly Tud
cuss the question, Mr R.
