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Norwegian Ship Broke Cable
at Yarmouth in Storm,

LADEN WITH LUMBER
FOR BAHIA BLANCA.

Anxiety Felt.for the Safety of
Twenty Men Who Went to

Rescue of lli-fated Ves-
sel,

——

Halifax, May 3 A storm that
swept over Yarmouth last night with
a raging sea al! of today, caused the
total destruction of the Norwegian
ship Frefa, whose crew escaped and
imperilled the lives of twenty men on
board the stranded steamship, Ger-
ald Turnbull, which had been placed
there to salve her. It is believed
the irnbull  will  stand the strain
and that it will be possible to get
the men off tomorrow.

The Frela, which was loaded with
lumber and cleared for Bahia Blanca,
was at anchor awaiting a number of
men for the crew, She rode through
last night’s gale and made good wea-
ther of it. Thig morning as the storm
was abating the cables parted and
she was cast ashore on Sunday Point
broadside on. The thirteen men on
board were able to jump ashore. Im-
mediately after she struck, her masts
went by the board, her deck load
commenced to go, and shortly after-
ward the hull broke in pieces. The
Freia was formerly an East Indiaman
and she registered 1600 tons and was
owned in 1 way.

The Gerald Turnbull has undotibted-
ly gone to pieces, but the sea is still
running too high for anything defin-
ite to be obtained from the scene of
the wreck. Before the storm came up
the wrecking steamer: Bridgewater
nding by. Hér pumps had been

twenty men placed on board.

Captain Landry of the wrecking
steamer Bridgewater says his ship
hung on to the anchorage in hopes
that the twenty men on the Gerald
Turnbull could come’ off, but as the
wind increased and the sea arose this
was Impossible. This morning, for
self preservation, the Bridgewater

ipped her cable and put to sea. Much
anxiety is felt for the safety of the
men on board the Turnbull. Through
the mist she can be seen lying in
about the same position as formerly,
the se breaking for a mile or more
around her.
