SOLDIERS VOTE BILL
LAST ACT OF SESSION.

His Royal Highness Refers to
Canada's Splendid Response
to the Empire’s Call,

Ottawa, April 15—The fifth and pos-
sibly the last session of the twelfth
parliament of Canada was prorogued
by His Royal Highness the Duke of
Connaught at half past six o'clock
this evening. ‘It was over two hours
behind schedule time and the guard
of honor and the: assembled crowds
before the buildings had waited since
shortly after three o'clock in the
bright sunshine of an ideal spring day
for the arrival of His Royal Highness
The delay had been due to the tem-
porary deadlock between the Senate
and the Commons over the Soldiers’
Vote Bill, which was sent into the
Senate this morning for consideration.
The majority in the upper chamber
sent it back to the Commons at noon
with two amendments, one providing
for the appointment of six scruti-
neers, three from each party; a sec-
ond giving Lord Kitchener a chance
to pronounce on the expediency of
allowing the soldiers in the trenches
to vote. In the end, a compromise
was effected, and the government con-
sented to accept the provisions for the
appointment of six scrutineers, three
from each party, to superintend the
overseas voting, while, instead of the
consent of Lord Kitchener, the Senate
agreed to substitute the consent of the
King-in-Council.

Proragation took place with the
usual form and ceremonial. His Royal
Highness was in Field Marshal's uni-
form, and Her Royal Highness sat be-
side him on the Throne, with the
Princess Patricia nearby. There was
a small attendance of the headquar-
ters staff in dress uniform, and Pre
mier Borden, in the gold lace of his
Windsor uniform, welcomed the last
rites.

In saying farewell to Senators and
Commoners, His Royal Highness, in
the Speech from the Throne, referred
to the splendid response to the call to
arms throughout Canada, and to the
gallant conduct of Canada’s sons on
the field of battle.
