THE CANA WEDDING.

AN HISTORICAL MARRIAGE FEAST
THAT STILL HAS INTEREST.

CHRISTIAN RELIGION JOYOUS.

Rev. Dr. Talmage Draws a Lossen From
the Well-KEnown Text; *‘Thou Has
Kept the @ood Wine Until Now”’ —A
Holy Sacrament That Is Alike in Feel-
ing te Prince and Peasavt.

Washington, July 1.—A remark-
able illustration of the ubiquity of
English speaking people is furnished
by the requests that have reached
Dr. Falmage in northern liurope for
a sermon in out of the Wuy‘plaues
where he did not expect' to fipd a
single person who could understand
him. There, as here, he pr_esents re-
ligion as a festivily and invites all
the world to come as guests and
join in its holy merriment; text,
John ii, 10, ‘“Thou hast kept the
good wine until now.”’

This chapter invites us to a mar-
riage celebration. it is a wedding
in common  life, two plain people
having -pledged each other, l‘mnd and
heart, and their friends having come
in for congratulation. The joy is
not the less because there is no pre-
tension. In each other they find u}l
the future they want. The daisy in
the cup on the table may mean as
much as a score of artistic garlands
fresh from the hothouse. When a
daughter goes off from home with
nothing but a plain father’s bles-
sing and -a plain mother’'s love, she
is missed as much as though she
were a princess. It seems hard, af-
ter the parents have sheltered her
for 18 years, that in a few short
months her affections should have
been carried off by another, but
mother remembers how it was in her
own case when she was young, and
so she braces up until the wedding

| has passed and the banqueters are

gone, and she has a cry all alone.
Well, we are to-day at the wedding
in Cana of Galilee. Jesus and his
mother have been invited. It is evi-
dent that there are more people there
than were expected. Lither some

| people have come who were not in-
! vited or more invitatious have been

sent out than it was supposed would
be accepted. Of course there is not
o suflicient supply of Wwine. You
know that there is nothing more em-
barrassing to a housekeeper than a
scant supply. Jesus sees the embar-
rassment, and he comes up immedi-
ately to relieve it. He sces stand-
ing six water pots. Ile orders the
servants to fill them with water,
then he waves his hand over the wa-

ter, and immediately it is Wine—
real wine. Taste of it and see for
vourselves. No logwood in it, no

strychnine in it, but first rate wine.
I will not now be diverted to the
question so often discussed in my
own country whether it is right to
drink wine. I am describing the
scene as it was. When God makes
wine, he makes the very best wine,
and 130  gallons -of it standing
around in these -water pots—wine
so good that the ruler of the feast
tastes ‘it and says: ‘‘Why, this is
really better than anything we have
had. Thou hast kept the good wine
until now.’” DBeautiful miracle!, A
prize was offered to the person who
should write the best essay about
the miracle in Cana. Long manu-
scripts were presented to the com-
petition, but the poet won the prize
by just this one line descriptive of
the miracle: ‘The conscious water
saw its God and blushed.”

We learn from -this miracle, in the
first place, that Christ has sympathy
with housekeepers. You might have
thought that Jesus would have said:
“I cannot be bothered with this
houschold deficiency of wine. Tt is
not for me, Lord of heaven and of
earth, to Decome caterer to this
feast. I have vaster things than
this to ‘attend to.”” Not so said
Jesus. The wine gave out, and Je-
sus by miraculous power came to
the rescue. Docs there ever come a
scant  supply in Yyour housechold?
lHave you to make a very close cal-
culation? 1Is it hard work for you
to carry on things decently an:d re-
spectably? 1f so, don’t sit down
and cry. Don’t go out and irct, hut
20 1o him who stocd in the house in
Cana of Galilee. I'ray in the parlor.
Pray in the kitchen., Let there be
no room in all your house unconse=
crated by the voice of prayer. If
vou have a microscope, put under it

one drop of water and see the in-
sects flouting about, and when ycu
sce that God makes them and cares

for thein and feceds them come to the
conclusion that he will take care of
vou and feed you.

A boy asked it he might sweep the
snow from the steps of a house. The
lndy of the household said, “Yes:
vou seem very poor.”” lie says, e §
atn. very poor.'' . sShe says, “Don’t
yvou sometimes get discouraged and
feel  that | God is going to leét you
starve?”  The lad looked up in-the
woman's face  ‘and szid, Do yeotl
think God will let me starve when I
trust  him and then do the best I
can?’ Inough theology for older
people!t.  Trust in God and do the
best you can. Amid all the worri-
nents of housekeeping go to him;
he will help you control your tem-
per and supervise your domestics
and entertain your guests and man-
age your home economics.

I learn also from this miracle that
Christ does things in abundance. T
think a small supply of wine would
have made up for the deficiency. T
think, certainly, they must have had
enough for half the guests. One gal-
lon of wine will do; certainly five
gallons Wwill “be enough; certainly
ten. DBut Jesus goes on, and he giv=-
es them 80 gallons and 40 gallons
and 50 gallons and 70 gallons and
100 gallons and 130 gallons of the

very best wine. Tt is just like him
—doing everything on the largest
and most generous scale. Does

Christ, our Creator, go forth to make

forth to make flowers? He makes
plenty of them:; they flame from the
hedge; they hang from the top ot the
grapevine in blossoms, they roll in
the hlue wave of the  violets,
they toss - their  white surf in ‘the
spirara——enough  for every child’s
hand a flower, enough to make for
every brow a chaplet, enough with
heauty to cover up the ghastliness
ot 1l the grave. Dces he go forth
to cr.ite water?  He pours it out,
not by the cupful, but by a river
full, a lake full, an ocean full; pour-
ing it out until all the earth has en-
ough to drink, and enough with
which to wash.

Does Jesus provide redemption? Tt
is not a little salvation for this one,
a little for that and a little for the

other, but enough for all. ‘‘Whoso-
ever will, let him come.’”” Each man
an ocean full for himself. TPromises

for the young, promises for the old,
promises for the lowly, promises for
the blind, for the halt, for the out-
cast, for the abandoned. Pardon for
all, comfort for all, mercy for all,
heaven for all. Not merely a cup-
ful of gospel supply, but 130 gal-
lons. Aye, the tears of godly re-
pentance are all gathered up into
tod’s bottle, and some day, stand-
ing Dbefore the throne, we will lift
our cup of delight and ask that it be
filled with the wine of heaven, and
Jesus, from that bhottle of tears, will
begin to pour in the cup, and we will
cry: “‘Stop, Jesus! We do not want
to drink our own tears!’’ And .Je-
sus will say, “Know ye not that the
tears of earth are the wine of heave
en?”’  Sorrow may endure for a
pight, but joy cometh in the morn-
ing.

I remark, further, Jesus does not
shadow the joys ‘of others with his
own griefs. 1lle might have sat down
in that wedding and said: “I have
so much trouble, so much -poverty,
so much persecution, and the cross
is coming. I shall not rejoice, and
the gloom of my face and of my sor-
rows shall be cast over all this
group.’”” So said not Jesus. MHe said
to himself: . ‘“Ilere are two persons
starting out in married life. I.et it
be a joyful occasion. I will hide my
own griefs.

I learn from this miracle that
Christ is not impatient with the lux-
uries of life.

Hundreds of people have been married
without any wine. We do not read
that any of the other provisions fell
short. When Christ made tho wine,
it was not a necessity, but a posi-
tive luxury. I do not believe that he
wants us to eat hard bread and sleep
on hard mattresses unless we like !
them the best. I think, if circum-
stances will allow, we have a right |
to the luxuries of dress, the luxuries
of diet and the luxuries of residence.
There is no more religion in an old
coat than in a new one. We can
serve God drawn by golden plated
harness as certainly as when we go
afoot. Jesus Christ will dwell with
ug under a fine ceiling as well as un-
der a thatched roof.
