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This horse isn’t quite dead yet
always familiar with the topics 
they are covering. Nevertheless, 
she did not take the time to 
enlighten our reporter and that 
was fine with us. Not every 
reporter Is going to get every 
story.

We promptly had a second, 
more experienced reporter speak 
with Ms. Harrell—the Individual 
whose report Ms. Harrell claims 
caused "confusion amongst 
YUSA members ’.

By the time Excaltbur 
appeared containing a figure we 
got from an Informed source 
concerning the settlement 
negotiations had ended and the 
contract dispute had been 
resolved. YUSA members already 
knew what they were getting. Our 
information about the 15% 
package could have in no way 
affected the contract negotia­
tions or the way in which YUSA 
dealt with its members, as Ms. 
Harrell Infers. If there was any

confusion in the YUSA camp it 
found its way there under its own 
steam and not due to the 
Excalibur report.

It is this second reporter—an 
experienced member of our staff 
who Is well acquainted with 
YUSA—whom Ms. Harrell 
refused to speak with. She did not 
speak with us because she did 
not like our coverage of the 
story—not because our reporter 
was not experienced. After the 
September 10 article appeared 
no inexperienced reporter 
approached Ms. Harrell on behalf 
of Excalibur.

Upon second reading Ms. 
Schmid's suggested story from 
the Canadian Congress of 
Unions Bulletin still smacks of 
propaganda (I write this after 15 
minutes of soul-searching 
deliberations) and her behaviour 
in this matter still strikes us as 
irresponsible, as does Ms. 
Harrell's. The suggested article 
makes it seem as though union 
members were bargaining in a 
vacuum. Only they faced tough 
decisions; only they sacrificed 
hard-won formulas; only they 
had a point of view.

Ms. Harrell and Ms. Schmid 
want fair cove rage—and so do we. 
Too bad for Ms. Harrell and Ms. 
Schmid that our idea of fair does 
not include myopia, casting 
aspertions or misrepresenting 
facts.

At the risk of being accused of 
beating a dead horse or having to 
have the last word the Excalibur 
staff wishes to respond to the 
half-page ad which YUSA placed 
in last week's issue.

We do so partly because what Is 
at Issue, the ability to efficiently 
cover the news, is of Importance, 
but also because YUSA's 
complaints and their rebuttal 
deal primarily with bad 
reportage—somthing of which 
their response to our editorial is 
guilty.

Ms. Harrell points out In her 
reply that the first Excalibur 
reporter she spoke with was both 
inexperienced and lacking 
background knowledge concern­
ing YUSA. Ms. Harrell could have 
taken the time to explain what 
YUSA is and how its negotiations 
were being conducted. That is 
why the reporter is there—to get 
information. Reporters are not
