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COMPARISON OF AMERICAN 
AND CANADIAN PAVING.

Canadian and American paving 
brick have been put under compara­
tive tests at Toronto, Ont. The 
cost of Canadian vitrified brick at 
the lowest ruling prices was 94% 
cents per square yard, as compared 
with <>7 cents for the American 
vitrified block. The standard abra­
sion test showed, after 1,000 revolu­
tions, a loss of 17.7 per cent, for 
the Canadian and 11.8 per cent, tor 
the American product. After 2,000 
revolutions the losses were : Cana- 
.ian, 26.2 per cent. ; American, 

17.6 per cent. In making the tests 
no samples of Canadian and 160 
samples of American pavers were 
used. Out of 41,656 square yards 
of brick pavement constructed in 
Toronto in 1905, 10,415 square 
yards was laid with Canadian vitri­
fied brick and 31,241 square yards 
with American vitrified block.

HOTES.

nan & Sons, manufacturers of 
derricks, dredges, etc., at Welland, 
Ont., have been completed and the 
company are moving into them.

A serious fire occured at the 
works of the Crescent Cement 
Works, at Longue Pointe, Que., 
last week but fortunately it was 
confined to the old buildings which 
were damaged by fire some time 
ago and reconstructed. The new 
buildings and plant now under con­

struction will be completed and 
ready for occupation in about two 
weeks time. The company have 
not yet been able to estimate the 
loss sustained.
