‘1. GENERAL STATEMENT.

Israel is still before Sinai, B. C.
1490. The book ot Numbers, from which this
and the next three lessons are taken, is so called
because it records the numbering of Israel. The
present lesson relstes to the setting apart of
the Levites to the service of the sanctuary.

The whole tribe of
Levi anmbered 22,000 ; and God took this en-
tire tribe ** instead” of the first-born of all the
other tribes.

NOVA SCOTIA AND THE BLUE NOSES.

Our neighboring provinee, which juts ou® so
oddly into the Atlaatic, looking very much like
a forearm with the elbow attached, is a pleasant
place for a summer resort. Ooe finds there salt
waler on all sides, sca breezes, and fresh fish
in abundance.

The voyager first touches Nova Scotia at

Halitax, but in approaching tl is mouldy, quiet,
old-fashioned town, while still ougat sea, Sam-
bro lighthouse looms up to his view as the first
object visible in the British possessions, This
lighthouse is three or fcur miles distant from
Halifax, and stands upon a small island, three-
fourtbs of a mile from the coast. It was about
eight miles west of this lighthouse that the
steamsbip Atlantic struck upon the 10cks and
went to pieces.
What a night vas that! May such a night
and morning, ark with fate, never occur again.
The unfortunate captsin had taken in poor coal
in England, and it took so much of this to go
83 far es good coal, that his engines would soon
cease to work unless be obtained a new supply.
Bat there were coal mines in Nova Scotia, and
coal enough was stored on the wharves at Hali-
fax; so the ship was turned northward, as it
proved, to meet, in & few short hours, a terri-
ble doom.

No friendly star shene for ber that sad night.

O that ber crew and passengers had seen Sam-
bro light as 8 luminary in their borizon!
The coast of Nova Scotia is rocky, and like
the coast of Northern Europe, its outline is
ragged, indented with inlets and bays. Not
many miles from Ssmbro Harbor are * The
Oveas,” immense hollows in the rocks forming
the sea wall. These caverns are three in num-
ber, and are oven shaped, the largest being
sixty feet in beight. In a storm the waves dash
completely over the mouths of these Ovens,
and as the compressed air escapes after the
monster wave bas heaped itself upoa the open-
ing, a loud sound is made like the report of a
cannon.

The tourist, when he goes on shore finds
Nova Scotia an interesting country. It is not
fertile except here and there, aod forest after
forest will meet the eye, but there will be nov-
elty enough in every prospect. The trees dif-
fer from ours. One will rarely see an oak,
maple, chestnut, or other forest trees that grow
and shed their Jeaves on the soil ot our woods,
but only evergreens. Mr. Longfellow wrote a
beautiful peem, called * Evasgeline,™ the scene
of which is laid chiefly in Nova Scotia, called
by the first inbabitants, who were French, Aca-
dia. He begins ‘* Evangelins” by an allusion
to the general appearance of the couatry:
““This is the forest priweval. The murmuring

pines and the hemlocks,
with moss, and in garments green, indis-
tinct in the twilight,
Stand like druids of old, with voices sad and pro-
Stand lfkh:‘l‘a:'rp«n hoar with beards that rest on
their bosoms.”

In the forest one sees, banging from the
skeleton pines and bemlocks, the curious white
moss which the schoolboys of Nova Scotia fas-
ten like beards to the chins of their snow men
in their wiater sports. .

Long before the Americaa Revolation the
English carried on wars with the French, snd
Acadis was sometimes visited by English war-
ships. At last the Evglish took possession, and
the poor French people were ordered to leave
the country. This was a very cruel act, tor
they bad toiled long and bravely to make for
themselves a home, and now to leave everything
and go they knew not whither, was a terrible
blow. A few of them remained, however, and
their descendants are still called Acadians. The
name Acadia is of Indian origin, and its mean-
ing is unknown. These people still speak the
Freoch language. Even a settlement very near
to Halifax bas not learned to exchange their
parlez vous tor how are you ? They never mar-
ry except among their own people, and their
dress and manners remind the traveller of they
country people in the interior of Frence.

The Nova Scotians are sometimes called by
their neighbors Blue Noses, not because in cold
weatber their noses are bluer than any other
peoples’ are in freezing weather, but because
it bappenéd to strike the mind of somebody as
s good nickname. OUne curious fact about
Nova Scotia is the clannishness ot its people.
Instead of mixing together, or living side by
side in the same towo, they congregate in se-
parate settlements accordiag to their nationali-
ty. The Acadians live by themselves, as we
bave seen; aud here 100 are settlements of

Here and there may b> found a little colony
descended from the loyalists of Revolutionary
times ; fcr when the war of Independence was
over, many families who were Tories, and who
sought the protection of the armies of Great
Britain, bad to leave the country, or rather
they would be more comfortable elsewhere,
Most of .these went to Nova Scotia and the
Bermudas.

Besides these, many Eoglish-speaking peo-
ple emigrated to Nova Scotia from cld and New
England before the war of Independance, and
their descendents are now the most influential
part of the population. There are also little
colonies made up of descendents of Germsn
emigraots, and, strange to say, there are uve-
groes who fled thither in the days of slavery,
and Indians, too, living, as Indiaas like to do,
quite by themselves. These red men are most-
ly ot the Micmac tribe. Any one who bas the
Modoc Indians in his mind, and expects to see
in the Micmacs savages after the old pattern,
will be disappointed. Instead of & set of blan-
keted, be wampumed, and be-featbered natives,
he will sce men in old stove pipe or sea grass
hats, with trousers and jackets, and coats out
at the elbows. These Icdians will be glad to
sell you a string of fish. They are civilized
enough to barrel up their fish after they bave
caught and saited them.

In walking along the snore you will see, half
buried in the sands, the ribs of wrecked vessels,
and on the rocks you may discover seal bask-
ing. Looking inland, you will discover ducks
and other wild water fowl swimming in the
pounds, some of them with their ducklings and
the young broods around them, for these north-
ern countries are their breeding grounds. And
bere, too, feeding upon the long sea grass, are
berds of wild poaies.—- Young Folk's News.

PASSENGER-PIGEONS.

Most boys and .ir;_wbo live in the country
bave seen wild-pigeons, and know what grace-
ful birds they are. -The muscles of their wings
are very large and strong. Audubon says that
these pigeons travel at the rate of a mile in a
minute, and that if one of them were to tollow
the fashion, and take a trip to Europe, it could
cross the ocean in less than three days. We
can all exclaim with David, *‘ O, that I had
wings like a dove !” ' But quite as wonderful as
their speed is the great power of vision these
birds] possess. As they journey through space,
they can overlook bundreds of scres at once,
and their sharp eyss can discover at a glance
whether the country beneath them is barren, or
supplied with the food they need.

On the day I speak of, the birds flew very
low, and hundreds of them alighted on the
trees mn passing. They ofien alight in such
sumbers that grest branches are broken off,
and - sometimes the pigeens are crushed to
death. The fields ering the river were
covered with them; but they only stopped to
rest, apparently—or, perhaps, to pick up a lit-
tle ~and were again on the wing. As
these detachments of the vast army ot pigeons
rose {rom the ground, with a great flapping of
wings, others alighted; meanwhile the main
flock was passing steadily over our beads.
The procession seemed endless; for the day
wore on, and still the swift-winged birds rus-
tled through the air, and still the coming flocks
looked like delicate pencilings on the distant
sky. It was a rare day flor eportsmen. la-
stead of roosiing in a neighboring forest, as
we bad boped, the pigeons flew over into Wis-
consin. Bat every day through the Summer,
stray  flocks foraged among the oak groves
about us, and their shadows swept over sunny
slopes and fi¢lds of waving grain, like flitting
clouds.

SHOOST SO LONG AS IT VaS,
