which really comes from Sterne’s
“Sentimental  Journey.”” But a good
sccond 1s “*Cleanliness is next to god-
liness.” To this day it has never been
discovered who ornginally said that.
John Wesley said 1t in‘a sermon on
dress, but appears to have been quot-
ing. The saying has been traced
back to dicta of Aristotle, St. Augus-
tine, and the Talmud, but the only
certainty is that it is not in the Bible.

One of the most. familiar ‘‘quota-
tions” from the Bible which are not
to be found there upon research is

“the lion lying down with the-lamb.”
The spint of the reference is correct
enough; but turn up the passage in
Isaiah, and you will find: “The wolf
also shall dwell with the lamb, and
the leopard shall lie down with the
kid, and the calf and the young lign
and the fatling together.” The pop-
ular mind has condensed the zoologi-
cal miscellany, and to .the incorrect
version  alliteration has no doubt
contributed.
