I[They experienced con-
siderable difficdity from water earlier
in the season, but now that the river
lower down is ¥ery low it is natural-
ly supposed tHat they are not -ex-
periencing . the ’rnublv of a few weeks
ago

Just previou§ ‘to Mr Fay's depart-
ure from Colfifoot - Captain Griffith
had made the #rip of 60 miles down
from his camplwith a pack horse for
supplies and tBe account he gave of
his prospects | for acquiring vast
wealth in ‘the n(-.u future were \'(»r)'
glowing.

Mr. Fay will himself return to the
Koyukuk in a short time, taking
with him a stock of general mer-
chandise which. is evidence of his
faith in the future of the country.

Escaped From Quarantine.

Seattle, Aug. 2.—Several Seattle
men are at home today ‘after a brief
imprisonment ‘at Harrison Hot
Springs, British Columbia They are
not here from ahy act of internation-
al comity on the part of the British
Columbia authprities, but rather
through the cleyerness exercised by
themselves and fhe good graces of a
British Columbig fisherman

The men wege quarantined last
Sunday when the smallpox scare was
started there. The officials refused
to listen to afgument of any kind.
The men were ptnunwd sixteen days
detention, with Ja probable addition-
al three weeks. They say there was
no smallpox thdre. Several of the
men had businesg here that could by
no means be neglected. They there-
fore conceived the idea of escape and
suiting the action to the word, did
50. Three of them entered 3 rowboat
for a brief row on the lake. The oth-
ers managed to get out of 3 boat
house window ungbserved and joined
the rowboat down the lake K shore.
Then began the race for freedom.
They rowed out of the lake inty Har-
ris river, thence into the Fraser riv-
er, and from a point on that river
travelled across country to the town
of Sumas on this side, where they
boarded an American railroad train
for home. The distance travelled by
boat is about seventy miles, and the
men made it in twelve hours
