Smelter properties and other mining 
interests in British Columbia.

ERYSIPELAS.
TORONTO PRODUCE MARKET.

Grain-
Treatment That Is Said to Be Speedy 

and Effective.
A medical authority says: I would 

like to state that I consider that one 
may get absolute control over erysip­
elas generally within three days by 
a very simple treatment. Of 100 
cases of ordinary facial erysipelas 
treated I should not expect more than 
three that would not yield within three 
days, very likely within forty-eight 
hours, with the simplest antiseptic 
treatment.

My custom is always to treat cases 
of that sort by the application during 
alternate hours of the day and evening 
of a mild solution of carbolic acid in al­
cohol and water as an evaporating lo- 
tion. It is only in very exceptional 
cases that the disease is not almost 
completely under control and has dis­
appeared within forty-eight hours, but 
after three days it would be extraordi- 
nary if by this means every vestige of 
the disease has not disappeared. 1

This has been my treatment in ery­
sipelas for many years. I have never 
known it to fail. I have never given a 
drop of medicine internally. I feel that 
I have absolute control over the dis­
ease. I am speaking now of ordinary 
erysipelas, not the deep seated phleg­
monous erysipelas, of course. The 
strength of the solution used is as fol­
lows: Crystal carbolic acid, one-half 
dram; alcohol, four ounces; water, four 
ounces.
