Highway Postal Lccomotives.
I In the south of France the government 
; postal service is supplemented by the 
I "wagon post” of private contractors,
| who employ many hundred horses in 
| conveying small parcels from town to 
town, even along the railway lines. This 
business has become so extensive that 
several road locomotives have been or­
dered for it, and are proving very satis­
factory. Two of these machines are 
running between towns seventy miles 
apart, each making tho trip one way 
nightly at a sjieed of eight miles an hour. 
Part of the road is very hilly, with long 
gradients up to as much as one in eleven 
The locomotive, with coal and water, 
weighs fifteen tons, and the loaded 
wagon from seven to ten tons, making 
the average weight of the train twenty- 
three tons. At 175 pounds pressure the 
engines give about twelve horse power, 
ami with fair roads use about half n ton 
of fuel for the round trip of 1-10 miles. 
These engines have been running over 
eix montiis without interruption.—Ar- 
kansaw Traveler.

Durability of Roman Rntidings.
A proof of tho remarkable durability 

of Roman buildings was found in the re­
sistance offered by the foundations of the 
pillars on which the bridge rested which 
led from the Roman settlement of Ma- 
guntia (modem Mainz) over to the river 
to the right or eastern bank of the Rhine. 
There were fourteen stumps of pillars 
under the water, resting upon piles sur­
rounded by beds of stone to prevent un­
dermining by the current. The wood­
work had been destroyed to a depth of 
not more than an inch, or an inch and a 
half, and having been taken out and 
dried it was found unusually hard and 
well adapted to fine furniture. The ex­
pense of removing these pillars was $15,« 
000, or nearly $1,100 each, on account 
of the great amount of time and labor 
that had to be si>ent on them.—New Or­
leans Times-Democrat.

Teak Wood Becoming Fashionable.
The teak wood is much admired and 

fast becoming fashionable, but it cannot 
be made common, ns it is both expensive 
and difficult to obtain. It comes from 
India, or rather goes from India to 
Japan and China, where it is carved. 
The wood is light in color, but it is some­
times stained or dyed, and it is this kind 
that we generally see in this country. 
The open worked patterns are particu­
larly effective ns doors and decorative 
mantels. There are only two direct im­
porters of it in New York, although it is 
to be had at many furniture dealers, who 
receive it through the French markets in 
small quantities. ' It may be interesting 
to know that a small pedestal costs $05 
and a handsome carved chiffonier $1,000.

Neapolitan Rrtptct for the I>oad.
In Naples All Souls’ day ia regarded os 

a holiday, and the visit of the families to 
the churchyard for the purpose of decor­
ating the graves degenerates into a pleas­
ure party. Metal garlands are chiefly 
used for the purpose, and. though they 
arc more durable, they hardly possess 
the charm of real leaves and flowers, 
They may, however, be regarded as 
symbolic of the behavior, if not always of 
the feelings, of those who offer them. On 
the way to the cemetery n decent sobriety 
is observed, and the various families 
usually remain separate; but on the re­
turn general sociability and mirth are the 
rule. The roadside is lined with inns, 
which are better filled on this than any 
other day in the year, and from all of 
them the sound of singing and dancing 
may be heard. Indeed, it is by no means 
uncommon for a young Neapolitan to say 
to a friend: “We are going to visit our 
mother's grave to-morrow, and on dur 
way hack we shall stop at such or such 
an inn;" which nu-ans, if you like to 
come there you can dance with my sister. 
To an Englishman no celebration of tho 
day seems a tetter thing. If we forget 
our dead we do not make their memory 
the excuse for a jollification.

It is not; however, in this point alone 
that a • difference of- sentiment exists. 
Tho whole way in which the Neapolitans 
treat the bodies of the dead fills us with 
disgust. To exhume a corpse a year or 
two after it has been buried, to have the 
skeleton taken to pieces and the bones 
care#wily cleaned, would seem to us a 
wanton outrage; the wealthy Neapolitan 
who neglects to have this dono for his 
kindred is regarded as heartless. To 
carrv about the prepared bones of a pet 
child, and to place them in a sealed 
casket on the drawing room mantelpiece, 
seems to us simply shocking; in southern 
Italy it has been regarded as a most 
pathetic expression of sorrow, But the 
height of what appears to us grotesque 
horror has been reached by a widower, 
who has the embalmed corpse of his wife 
dressed anew once a year in fresh and 
gorgeous apparel, and seizes the opportu­
nity to present it with a new ring or 
bracelet.—Saturday Review.

Tolstoi'* Physiology of War. *
“At tho battle of Borodino Napoleon 

did not attack anybody or kill anybody. 
That duty was performed by his soldiers. 
He did not do any killing himself. The 
soldiers of tho French army, in going to 
the battle of Borodino to kill Russian sol­
diers, were obeying, not Napoleon’s or­
ders, but their own impulses. Tho 
whole army of French, Italians, Ger­
mans, Poles, famished and in rags, 
worn out by the campaign, felt at 
sight of the Russian army barring tho 
road to Moscow that the wine was un­
corked and they had only to rush in ntitl 
drink. If at this Napoleon had forbid­
den them to fight the Russians, they 
would have killed him and given battle; 
for to them a battle was necessary. When 
they heard the proclamations of Napoleon, 
winch, in exchange for wounds and 
death, offered them os a consolation tho 
homage of posterity, and proclaimed as 
heroes those who showed fight through 
the Muscovite campaign, they cried, 
‘Vive l'Empereur I' as they cried ‘Vive 
l’Empereur* at sight of tho child holding 
the terrestrial globe at tho end of a bilbo­
quet stick; and they would liave re­
sponded with tho samo vivat to any non­
sense proffered to them. There was 
nothing better for them to do than to 
cry 'Vive l'Empereur!’ and fight in order 
to reach Moscow, food, repose and vic­
tory. It was not at Napoleon’s order 
that they undertook to kill their fellow 
men,”—Tolstoi's "Napoleon and the 
Russian Campaign."

Early Inhabitants of America.
A glance nt the geologies of the pres­

ent day shows that workers in this de­
partment of natural history are enabled 
to map out the continents and seas of 
ages ago almost as correctly as they can 
those of today—so distinctly are the old 
shores and landmarks outlined. Today 
we ride in cars across l he American con­
tinent; yet not so long ago, geologically 
K|X'.iking, a vast inland sea extended 
northwest from tlie Gulf of Mexico— 
finding its boundaries, in all probability, 
on 6ome shore now submerged beneath 
tlie waters of the Pacific.

This was during what is known as the 
age of chalk, or the cretaceous period— 
and millions of years ago. if our geologi­
cal estimates are correct. The question 
as to wliether man existed then is nil in­
teresting one. Evidence of human life 
has not been found; yet there were vast 
areas of land, with animals and plants of 
great variety, and as there was no physi­
cal barrier to human existence, in the 
opinion of many the cretaceous conti­
nents and islands were populated by

Knowing the actual conditions of life 
at this early time, tho strange animals 
that lived during it; it is a comparatively 
easy matter to understand or appreciate 
the daily life of our ancestors. It is 
evident that they, were much more 
primitive tlian even the bush man of to­
day. and undoubtedly were what we 
would term wild men, living in rocks 
and caves ns the lower animals do. They 
were essentially hunters and fishermen, 
depending upon game for their suste­
nance. The small continent of America 
at this time had in all probability low, 
marshy coasts, and the great ocean or 
gulf, whose coast line can be traced from 
Arkansas to near Fort Riley, on the 
Kansas river, up to Minnesota to Canada, 
near the head of Lake Superior, was a 
vast shallow sea. On its borders we may 
imaginéelifTs of sandstone worn out into 
caves and quarries,, in which these early 
fishermen made their homes.—Phila­
delphia Times.

Sending Unsealed Letters.
Tlie “point of etiquette,” in regard to 

not sealing letters sent by the liand of a 
friend, is to be considered, undoubtedly, 
as settled by the usage of polite society. 
And yet there are two sides to the ques­
tion. To intrust to a friend an unsealed 
letter to a third person is a compliment 
to tlie friend; but why should it be 
thought necessarily uncomplimentary if 
the letter bo sealed Y On the other hand, 
the scaling of a letter may be deemed 
always advisable, for one good reason at 
least.

They may be abstracted 
and read by the servant to whom 
the note is delivered at the 
door, or by any prying individual who 
may find the missive lying on the hall 
table and awaiting tho owner's arrival. 
Especially unsafe is it to place in an un­
sealed package articles of huge money 
value. Would nny sane man send n $50 
bill in an unsealed envelope by the hand 
of a friend or anybody whomsover? The 
friend liimself, if he knew the nature of 
the inclosurc, would be very ajtt tv pro­
test against this sacrifice of common 
sense at the shrine of etiquette.—"U. S. 
E." in New York Commercial Advertiser.

How to Photograph Birds.
Dr. R. W. Shufeldt suggests to orni­

thologists tlmt they may find portable 
photographic outfits of advantage in their 
studies. He finds that by the use of the 
instantaneous shutter birds may be 
photographed in nearly all of their i>oei- 
tions. ‘ ‘Out here on the prairies we will 
often find an old stump or stalk upon 
which a dozen or fifteen species of birds 
will alight during seven or eight hours on 
almost any day suitable to use the camera 
upon them. Now, all we have to do is 
to properly set our instrument near this 
point, conceal it in such a wav ns not to 
alarm the birds, focus it sharply upon the 
perch where they alight, place on your 
‘snap shutter, ’ and fix it with a string, 
and then remove yourself far enough 
away to pull it when you have a subject 
sitting to your liking. Birds that you 
have wounded but slightly may bo pho­
tographed under the most favorable cir 
curastances; they may also be taken sit. 
ting on their nests; in actual flight, how­
ever swift; in pursuit of their food; in 
leading about their young; indeed, tin- 
list is almost an endless one. Rookcri- 
also off or admirable subjects, and « 
splendid field is open at those wonder­
ful resorts of water birds in such "places 
as the Bahamas or tnè Al 
Chicago News.
