Cash Prizes Totalling $13,000
Will Be Offered and Num-

St. Louls, June 26.—A progrimme
enabling virtually every type of air-
plane and dirigible to compete in the
International Air Races here, Oct. 1
to 3, has been prepared by the Flylug
Club of St. Louis,

In addition to the Pulitzer Trophy
race, many other events designed to
test the speed, durability and con-
sruction of the different types nf
aircraft have been arranged.

For the first time the Pulifzer raca

probably will assume an international
aspect, as assurances have been re-
celved that Sadi Lacointe, the French
ace, and Brack Paya, Italian aviator,
will enter. The British government
may -enter Herbert James, the Eng-
lish ace, it has been announced.

The races will be over-a 50 kllo-
meter (31.07 miles) triangular course,
similar to that in Detroit last year.
Each corner of the triangle will
marked by a pylon 60 feet high an
