FIRE IN BUCKLEY'S
LUMBER YARD

Fire broke out this morning at 1.30
o'clock in Buckley's Lumber yard, on
the north side of the river one mile
below Newcastle. The fire originated
in the lumber, piled on the north side
of the main highway which separateg
the mill property from the lumber
yards. When first seen the fire was
nearest the end of the Mill Cove
Bridge and the lumber being dry the
fire rapidly spread throughout the
whole yard. Fortuhately there wasg
no wind blowing at the time, The
Buckley Mill, like many of the other
mills on the river is not in operation

|One year and ten months ago this‘mis vear. At time of writing it is

not known how the fire originated.
There was a large quantity of lum
bher piled in the yvard and is estimated
that the loss is between five and six
million feet. It is also reported that

(some of the lumber destroyved is the

property of the British Government.
A number of tug boats from Chat-
kam rendered valuable assistance hy
pumping water and Newcastie sent
a detachment of men with the Fire
Steamer and Hose.
