The Language of the Church-

Let me begin by oo 
popular error, namely, that Latin 
ie the iitnrgioal language of fhe 
whole Church. It ie not Mass ie 
celebrated in nine different lan. 
guages in various parts of the world; 
and m-the diocese of PitUbnrg, in 
oar very midst, it is celebrated in 
four different tongues—the Latin, 
the Greek (modern), the Syriao and 
the Armenian.

There are two reaeone for the 
multiplicity of languages in the 
liturgy of the Church : First, be- 
cause these were the vernacular

part of Europe, and the Roman Em­
pire fell: but the Church retained 

* I the language for her ritual in which 
•he had began the conquest of the 
empire of the Caesars.

The only objection I shall notice 
to the use of a dead language, each 
as the Latin, is that the people 
suffer a serious loss in having the 
services of the Church performed 
in a language they do not under 
stand. But it must be bone in 

taaind that the Church has two im- 
I portant offices to perform, that of 
Iworshin^worshipping God, and that of in­
structing the people in the knowl­

off the yoke of the Papal supremacy, 
and in process of time repeated, 
they could be more easily induced to 
return if they were permitted to re­
tain their own liturgical language, 
in which they had for centuries per 
formed their religious rites. The 
Church has not pursued the same 
course with nations newly convert­
ed to the faith. Having no liturgi­
cal language of their own, she has 
always required them to adopt the 
Latin, which she has consecrated by 
use from the days of the Apostles.

It is not to be wondered at that 
in so large and varied a body as the 
Church different views should be 
entertained in the matter of lan­
guage as well as on some other 
pointe of discipline, and non-Catbo- 
lics are not the only persons who 
have thought that we are at a dis­
advantage in using a dead language- 

movement to biing about the 
adoption of the vernacular was made 
in England near the close of the last 
century, and even Dr. Carroll, after­
wards the Patriarch of the Ameri­
can hierarchy, is said to have favor­
ed it. But the use of a dead lan­
guage is both necessary and advan­
tageous. I say, in the first place, 
that it is necessary for the Church 
to embody her teaching and liturgy 
in a dead language, because of the 
changes through which a living lan­

Tbe Holy Father’s letter of in­
struction for the guidance of the 
Bishops and other clergy in those 
lands of the East which still retain 
their ancient Church organization, 
even though effected by schism, is 

document of the highest impor­
tance, It is, in substance, an exten 
sion to all the Orientals of the con 
oeesion made a hundred a fifty years 
ago by the great and learned Pope 
Benedict XIV. to the Melohite 
Greeks alone. It is a confirmation 
to these Oriental dioceses and pat­
riarchates of the privilege of continu­
ing the discipline which they have 
observed from the old—the ancient 
liturgy and language, and the other 
peoularitiea of their rites.

In order that this remarkable 
concession may not be as a mere 
dead letter in any part of those 
Oriental lands, in all the churches of 
those lands in which the Latin rite 
is followed Catholic missionaries of 
the Latin rite, as well as religions 
Orders, whether of men or women, 
following the Latin rite, and carry­
ing on schools or colleges, are en 
joined to cease from attempting to 
win over persons from the Oriental 
to the Latin rite,

Of course no intelligent Catholic 
needs to be informed that there is 
nothing supernatural in the Latin 
tongue, that there is nothing essen­
tially Catholic in it, that the Greek 
was once more prevalent among 
Christie ns than the Latin. It was 
what might be called a series of his 
torioal accidents that led to the ap­
parent identification of the Latin 
language with the Christian Church 
and the liturgy .particularly in Italy 
and throughout all the north and 
west of Europe. But one may 
without exaggeration see tbe hand 
of Providence in this Christianiza­
tion, as it were, of the sonorous and 
majestic speech of imperial and 
eternal Rome. The Christian faidi 
oonld not, to all appearances, have 
been planted as successfully as it 
was, through the length and breadth 
of the barbarous lands of Europe in 
the days of the declining Roman 
Empire, unless there was a unity of 
speech among its missionaries and a 
unity of liturgy as well ; and no 
other tongue than Latin oonld then 
have promoted unity, for some 
knowledge of Latin had penetrated 
everywhere with the Roman legions 
and no literature was then possible 
to most of Europe without it. But

Father Dense, the llnstrious as­
tronomer, is deed. The Ave Maria 
says of him: Padre Denza, ‘the 
Pope’s Astronomer,’ who died sud­
denly at Rome oo the 14th nit, wee 
one of the beet-known of contem­
porary scientists. Born St Naples 
in 1834, he early manifested a pre­
dilection for mathematical studies, 
and, after a thorough scientific 
course, occupied the chair of mathe­
matics in various colleges conducted 
by the Baroabites, of which order 
he was a member. His contribu­
tions to astronomical literature at­
tracted wide attention, and in 1886 
he was summoned to Rome to as­
sume the direction of the Vatican 
Observatory. Under Padre Denzs’e 
supervision, the Observatory under­
went a complete renovation, being 
brought thoroughly up to the most 
modem methods. His researches 
were especially pushed in meteoro­
logical fields, and for hie brilliant 
services ie this direction he was 
chosen President of tlfa Royal 
Meteorological Society of Iwy. At 
the Astronomical Oo agrees held 
Peris in 1889, he was requested 
take part in the great international 
work of preparing photographic 
charts of the heavens, and in this 
work he was engaged np to. the 
time of his death.

We need not crave the reader’s 

indulgence for making one or two 
other extracts from this letter,which 
but for its length, we would give 
entire. Mark the spirit and the 
keen sarcasm iff the following :

Your sect (and remember, as far 
any sect avows me, it is mine) 

has not dime ill in a worldly sense in 
the Hawaiian kingdom. When cal­
amity betel their innocent parish­
ioners, when leprosy descended end 
took root in the Eight Islands, 
guid pro quo was to be looked for. 
To that prosperous mission, and to 
you, as one at its adornments, God 
had sent at last an opportunity, 
know I am touching here upon a 
nerve acutely sensitive. I know 
that others of your colleagues look 
back on the inertia of your church, 
and the inetrusive and deoisivejhero- 
ism of Damien, with something al­
most to be called remorse. I am 
sure it is so with yourself ; I am 
persuaded your letter wee inspired 
by a certain envy, not essentially 
ignoble, and the one human trait to 
be espied ie that performance. You 
were thinking of the lost chance,the 
past day ; of that which should have 
been conceived and was not ; of tne 
service due and not rendered. Time 
was, said a voice in your ear, in your 
pleasant room, as you sat raging and 
writing; and if the words written 
were bâse beyond parallel, the rage,
I am happy to repeat—it is the only 
compliment I shall pay you—the 
rage was almost virtuous. But, sir, 
when we have failed, and another 
has suoceded ; when we have stood 
by, and another has stepped in 
when you sit and grow bulky in our 
charming mansions, and a plain, un­
couth peasant steps into the battlef 
under the eye of God, and succours 
the afflicted and consoles the dying, 
and is himself afflicted in his turn 
and dies upon the field of honour, 
the battle cannot be retrieved 
your unhappy irritation has suggest­
ed. It is a lost battle, and lost for­
ever. One thing remained to you 
in your defeat, some rage of the 
common order; and those we have 
made haste to ce* away.

Common honour, not the honour 
of having done anything right, bat 
the honour of not having dom 
aught conspioueusly foul, the 
honour of the inert; that was what

To this 
Stevenson rejoins, with the same 
cutting sarcasm :

It is very possible. Yon make us 
sorry for the lepers, who had only a 
coarse old peasant for their friend 
and father. But you, who were so 
refined, why were you not there to 
cheer them with the lights of culture? 
Or may I remind you that we have 
some reason to doubt if John the 
Baptist was genteel; and, in the case 
of Peter, on whose career you doubt- 
loss dwell approvingly in the pulpit, 
no. doubt at all that he was a “coarse, 
headstrong" fisherman. Yet even 
in our Protestant Bibles he is called 
saint.

Damien was dirty.
Ha was. Think of the poor lepers 

annoyed with this dirty comrade 1 
But the clean Dr. Hyde was at his 
food in a fine house.

Damien was headstrong.
I believe you are right again ; and 

I thank God for hie strong head and 
hfgirt.
- Damien was bigoted.

I am not fond of bigots myself, 
because they are not fond of me. 
But whst is meant by bigotry, that 
we should regard it as a blemish in 
a priest ? Damien believed bis own 
religion with the simplicity of a 
peasant or child ; as I would I could 
suppose that you do. For this I 
wonder at him some way off, and 
had that been his only.'oharaoter 
should have avoided- him in life. 
But the point of interest in Damien 
which has caused him to be so much 
talked about, and made him at last 
the subject of your pen and mine, 
was that, in him, his bigotry, his 
intense and narrow faith, wrought 
potently for good, and strengthened 
him to be*one of the world’s heroes 
and exemplars.

The society of St. Vincent de 
Paul, spread throughout a large 
part of the world, distributed to the 
poor in 1893 the sum of $2,246,692, 
Besides doling out this alms, its 
members visi'ed the sick, procured 
situations for the unemployed, in­
structed the ignorant, counselled 
the doubtful, and practiced other 
works of mercy that cannot be set 
down in figures but that are known 
tojthe Recording angel and will one 
day be made manifest.

The Rev. Dr. Edward McGlynn, 
of whom so much has been said and 
written daring the past few years, 
has just been appointed by Arch­
bishop Corrigan to the rectorship of 
St Mary’s Church, Newbnrg, N. Y. 
Since his release from ex-communi­
cation by Archbishop Satolli, soon 
after the Apostolic Delegate’s ar­
rival in America, Dr McGlynn has 
had no ecclesiastical appointment, 
the Archbishop doubtless consider­
ing, and very reasonably, that the 
grave character of the scandal 
given by him made it becoming 
that he should undergo a period of 
probation- It is charitable to be­
lieve that Dr. McGlynn was not 
responsible for all the attacks made 
with almost demoniacal malignity 
by persons in sympathy with him 
upon the Archbishop of New York 
at least during these latter years. 
The enemies of the ohnrob made his 
cause their own, often, let ns hope 
without any countenance from him. 
Even in the hour of reconciliation 
and peace they endeavored to stir 
up strife by proclaiming in the 
press that the Doctor’s interview 
with the Archbishop and his accept­
ance of a parish were in some way 
acts of condescension on his part; 
whereas the fact is that Dr McGlynn 
asked, as a good priest should, to be 
given the cure of souls, and tbe 
Archbishop received him like a 
father. Let us hope that Dr. Mo- 
Glynn’s reconciliation may be as 
potent a factor in restoring peace to 
the Churoh in the United States as 
his revolt was in spreading discord. 
His true friends will pray that it 
may be given, to him to atone in 
this life for the evils caused by his 
contumacy and to escape the fate an­
nounced against “him by whom, 
scandal cometh.’’—Casket.
