THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.
Parliament this week devoted seve­

ral sittings to the consideration of Hon. 
A. G. Blair’s railway commission bill. 
Important amendments were offered by 
the Opposition in the interests of coun­
try districts.

The Militia estimates were advanced.
Sir Frederick Borden dropped hie 

proposed bill to amend the Militia 
Act.

Hon Sydney Fisher opposed amend­
ments to the Fruit Marks Act, which 
were intended to benefit fruit growers.

The Customs estimates were taken 
up and it was again shown that Ger­
man firms have made a general prac­
tice of shipping goods to Canada under 
the British preference, and a large re­
venue has been lost to the country in 
this way.

The Treadgold concessions were giv­
en another tiring, end the government 
declined to ellow the Opposition to dis­
ease the terms under which a commis­
sion to investigate the deal will be ap­
pointed. It was openly charged that 
persons in high places were paid hand­
somely for putting through the job.

A number of government bills were 
passed.

The Marine and Fisheries estimates 
were considered. In this department, 
as in all others, supplies are bought 
without tender from the few favored 
friends of the government The most 
exclusive luxuries ere provided for gov­
ernment stesmers. The employees on 
these boats are fed with foreign deli­
cacies which the man who pays the 
taxes could not afford for a moment. 
Thousands of dollars are wasted in this 
way and the every day woikman has to 
pay the price.

Thk Sydney Board of Trade on Wed 
needs y last passed a resolution asking for 
better télégraphié communication with 
P. E. Island.

As near as can be ascertained Montreal­
ers lost a bent seventy-five million dollars 
in consequence of the great break in the 
price» of stocks last week.

CONSERVATIVES LOOK AFTER 
FARMERS.

The consideration of Hon. A. 6. 
Blaii’s railway commission bill has af­
forded the Conservative party opportu­
nities for putting in a few good words 
for the farmer, and they have taken ad­
vantage of their privileges with good re­
sults, Mr Blair proposed to make Ot­
tawa the headquarters of the commis 
sion, hut the injustice of compelling a 
large delegation of farmers to travel to 
Ottawa to obtain redress of grievances, 
instead of allowing three conynissioners 
to go to the farmers, wee urged upon 
the minister by the opposition, end he 
consented to an amendment _jmder 
which the convenience and parse of the 
agriculturist will be consulted. Another 
important change was made in the 
Railway Act at the instigation of the 
Conservative party, so as to allow ac­
tions for damages to be tried before 
County Court judges. Heretofore only 
Superior Court judges could act in each 
cases, and farmers were compelled to 
pay excessive costs and travel to centres 
where such courts were held. The 
amendment will not only save rural 
residents large gums of money, hot will 
prevent waste of time and facilitate 
their efforts to secure redrees.

Last Thursday night Ewen McAnlay 
aged 81, residing alone on the Malpeqne 
Road wai found dead In his bed by one of 
Peter MoCallum’e hired men who called 
to see him. The coroner, Dr. R. Mac-1 
Neill who was summoned decided that 
an inquest was unnecessary as death was | 
due to canoer of the tongue and throat. 
The deceased who was an invalid for 
some time was unmarried and had form­
erly two aietere living with him, but they | 
died several years ago.

Three masked men boarded a subur­
ban oar at St. Louis, Mo., the other day 
robbed J. Bowae, the motorman, and 
killed the conductor, John K. Keith, 
who went to the motorman’e rescue, 
There were only a few passengers in the 
car. The robbers signalled the oar to 
stop, and boarded the front platform. 
Keith, in going to the assistance of the 
motorman, was shot down and killed by 
the robbers, who then jumped from the 
oar and escaped.

On Thursday last, Angus W Mo- 
Lean, twelve years of age, ton of Kenneth 
McLean, Grand View, was kicked by a 
young horse he was leading to the field. 
The horse kicked him about an inch above 
the eye. About two inches of the bone 
in the corner of the forehead was pressed 
in upon the brain, and the brain was 
oozing ont from the wound. He walked 
home a quarter of a mile although he 
oould scarcely see, and wai quite uncon­
scious when he arrived. Medical aid 
wai summoned and the wound 
•titched and otherwise attended to. Ré­
sulta are awaited with anxiety and it is 
hoped he may recover. Later—He has 
since died.

Another oaae of " didn’t know it was 
loaded,” resulted in a serious if not a 
fatal shooting accident on Sunday after­
noon. The accident occurred at Crown 
Point, between Tea Hill and Pownal, in 
the house of John E. Jardine. The un­
fortunate viotim ie John A. Inman em­
ployed as sealer in J ardine’e lobster 
factory. It appear» that Inman and 
Edward Dunn, Jardine’e hired man and 
young Jardine were upstairs and Inman 
was lying on a bed. Dunn took a revolver 
from a bureau and began handling and 
•napping it not thinking it was loaded. 
Ioman turned on his face In the bed at 
the same moment off weot the only loaded 
chamber in the revolver and a 22 calibre 
bullet was lodged io the fleshy part of his 
right thigh, pe. went down stairs and 
told what happened and Mr. Jardine 
started to drive him to the city. So 
great was the pain of the wound, however, 
that they were obliged to atop on the 
way and the unfortunate man was left in 
at a farmhouse, while Jardine hurried to 
bring Dr. Dewar from Southport. Dr. 
Dewar and Dr. McLanghlin, who was 
there at the time, went to the aid of the 
wounded man. After temporary relief 
he was brought to the hospital here. Mon­
day morning the wonnd was examined and 
the patient operated on. It was found 
the bullet perforated the bladder and 
bowels, and was not extracted In conse­
quence. The ooodition of the patient ie 
very grave and hie recovery is extremely 
doubtful. He is 21 yearn of age, and an 
only son.
