to the judgment of tiie court, but, be­
fore closing, let me ipoint out three 
tilings that, should be remembered bv 
all those who would get at the real j 
truth V things.

In the first place, the. leading muse 
why boys and girls sometimes desire 
to leave the farm is not that the school 
influence is in that direction. That 
is a purely gratuitous assumption 
lirom those who do . not know the 
■faces, because they are not practically 
acquainted with all that is going on 
in the minds of children who are be­
ing brought up on tire farms. Gratuit­
ous assumptions are always danger­
ous, and especially so when used to 
holster up feneitul theories of educa­
tion.

In the second place the real reasons 
for migration are:—

1— Over crowding—Fortunately this 
does not exist in the West, with the 
result that there is not the some exo­
dus here as in the older provinces..

2— Natural Tastes—Some children 
who are farm-bred do not like the oc­
cupation ns well as some other. This 
is natural enough in a limited num­
ber. Who could fight against it? 
Would anyone perpetuate the system 
of e.n-ita in a flee country? We all 
believe that, farming is the best and 
freest occupation, but sojne born on 
•tire faint are not suited to the calling.

3— -Social Longings—-After all, this is 
thé cause above everything else. 
From fifteen to twenty the soul craves 
for human companionship. Why not 
recognize a natural propensity? If 
they would, farmers could to some de­
gree meet this longing and retain the 
children on the farm.

4— Longings' for Freedom—Most boys
do like to have twenty-five cents to 
spend now and again, especially when 
they work so hard. More than that, 
.they like à little of the luxury in 
dress, food, books, etc., that the town 
boy enjoys. It is right here that tho 
farmer can show his wisdom. I wonder 
how many farm homes in this prov­
ince are furnished with fairness to 
the children. I venture to assert that 
where they are so furnished, there is 
no desire on the po it of the young 
people to migrate to the centres of 
population. A child is a pretty rea­
sonable being, but there are some who 
are treated in anything but a reason­
'll, tie manner. I have heard a country 
boy who was forced by a penurious 
father to live on men's food, to wear 
clothes w orse than-those of a tramp, 
fo sleep with the hired man in a lit­
tle loft—1 have heard this boy make 
comparison between his own lot and 
tlx;t of tlic city boy who had his am- 
ir riiu'iit-, his boon companions, his 
own ■ bedroom, and his own boy’s lib­
rary. It does not do for a mint to say 
that bis boys will fare all the better 
twenty wars later when they come 
in);,a possession oi the farm. Boys do 
not appreciate future good. They want 
at least a little present joy and they 
want to appear to some advantage in 
the presence of their equals. And in 
this they are light. Boyhood should 
not be preparation for life. It should 
be life. ■ •'

5— Industrial Conditions—It is al­
most unnecessary to paint out that 
changing conditions of civilization 
have necessitated a change in the 
nuei.lbens living in town and country.
