SUGAR.—Latest cables from New
York say that “Raws” are now down
to pre-war levels, and are said to be
under the cost of production, so that
unless an dmprovement favourable to
refiners takes place, production is
likely to be curtailed. The local
price under the F.C.B. control is still
231 ¢ents per pound wholesale. Am-
erican White Granulated was quoted
in New York at 53 cents a pound
last Monday. It is thought that,the
present rate of consumption will not
absorb the stocks of F.C.B. sugar in
less than five months.

POTATOES.—The recent stormy
weather has had the effect of stiffen-
ing ‘up the price of potatoes, as very

few of the farmers can get around,
and there are no large stocks of im-
ported held. We should not be sur-
prised, however, to see a /slight ad-
wance mnext week as the frosty
weather will preclude any imports for
two months at léast.

The Declaration

of Right.

After the flight of James II., the
Prince of Orange called an assembly
known as “The  Convention,”
differed from a Parliament only in
the single fact that the writs by
which the members were summoned
were issued by one who was not yet
a king. The throne was then declared
vacant, and great debates ensued on
the settlement of affairs. Some pro-
posed a Regency; others that Mary
should be Queen, while William, her
husband, and ne[ihew of James,
should hold the title of King for her
life-time only. Both plans, however,
were pointedly rejected by William,
who declared that he would go back
10 Holland rather than accept a po-
sition inferior to that of his wife, who
was the daughter of James IL. A

document called “The Declaration of

Right,” which was then drawn up

and passed, determined in favour

pute with the Stewart kings. William
and Mary were declared King and
Queen of England, the chief adminis-
tration resting with him. The crown
was settled first on the children of
Mary: then on those of her sister
Anne, and. these failing, on the chil-
dren of William by, any other wife.
The son of James II. and his poster-
ity were thus shut out entirely from
the succession. The Declaration of
Right was formally accepted by Wil-
liam and Mary on February 13, 1689,
and they were proclaimed King and
Queen: the Convention was, also, de-
clared to be a Pailiament. A new
coronation oath and new oaths of al-
legiance and supremacy Wwere pre-
pared. and in this ~way the crown
passed from James to William. To-
wards the end of the year the De-
claration of Right was confirmed and
extended in “The Bill of Rights,”
which ranks, after “Magna Charta”
and “The Habeas Corpus Act,” as the
third great charter of British free-
dom. It gave Parliament absolute
power over the Army and the Navy,
over the courts of law, and the suc-
cessipn to the crown, thereby making
it supreme in the State.
