The Geneva Arbitration.
New York, Sept. 18.—The World's 

Washington dispatch says that from inti­
mations thrown ont from official quarters 
it seems pretty well established that the 
sum in gross awarded by the Geneva 
Conference to1 the United States, is in 
round numbers 816,000,000. The award 
is to be signed at Geneva, in duplicate, 
Saturday, and handed to the agents of 
the respective Governments for transmis­
sion to London and Washington. At the 
banquet given to the members of the 
tribunal at Berne, in the speeches ex­
changed on the occasion, there was a 
marked tone of satisfaction, at the happy 
conclusion of the work of Arbitration, 
and the achievement of the result, which 
the speakers said, was bound to have such 
powerful influence for good, not only on 
the two countries more immediately con­
cerned, but on all civilized nations, this 
feeling more freely and definitely expres­
sed than at the dinner in Geneva, Satur­
day night, when uncertainty may have 
still existed as to the form of decision, 
and the unanimity of the court on the 
main points at issue. It was evident 
that all uncertainty had been dissipated.

The cable weighs three tons to- the mile. 
The object of laying down this line is to 
malntaintcommunication with the French 
cable at St. Pierre, and obviate the effects 
of any damage to the land line to Cape 
Ray.

The Berlin Telegraph records the death 
of Mr. Geo. Loggie, one of the oldest of 
the Scotch settlers in the Township of 
Woolwich. He was bom in the Parish 
Tarvis, Aberdeenshire, Scotland, in 1804, 
emigrated to Canada in 1835, and settled 
in the township of Woolwich, then a wil­
derness, living ever since in the commu­
nity, and enjoying the confidence and 
respeot of all who knew him. Connected 
with the Presbyterian Church at Winter­
bourne from the time of its formation, 
he was made an Elder about* the year 
1851, has continued in the office for 
twenty-one years, since that time, and 
though a man" of few words, was yet one 
of sound judgment and good counsel.

Remarkable Case of Resuscitation.—
A little child, daughter of Mr. John Mc­
Dougall, Clarence Street, near North, 
while playing this morning with an egg 
cup, and leaning over the edge of a tub 
containing about six inches, lost her bal­
ance and fell in head first. When found 
her feet were sticking ont over the tub, 
said her head covered with water. She 
was to all appearances dead. Dr. Mord- 
en was called in and he at once applied 
Marshall Hall’s ready method of restora­
tion in case of drowning. This consists 
of rubbing the body briskly and dousing 
with cold water, repeating the operation 
for some time. Signs of life began to ap­
pear in about half an hour, and the child 
is nowin a fair way of recovering its 
former health and activity. This is the 
most remarkable case of resuscitation 
that has ever occurred in this neighbor­
hood, over an hour and a half having 
elapsed from the time pulsation ceased 
until it was restored by the exertions of 
the physician.—London Advertiser.

Horrible qight at an Execution.—A 
dreadful scene occurred at an execution in 
Australia recently. A man named John 
Conn*, was condemned to death for the 
murder of an eldeVly woman named Ave­
line Sittler near Wyndeyerin March last. 
After the rope was placed round hie 
neck and the bolt withdrawn the body 
was seen to fall throught the drop and 
instead of remaining suspended, the head 
was torn from the body by the violence 
and height of the fall, the body fell to 
the ground leavit. g the head hanging in 
the noose.

Russian Peasant Farmers.
An Odessa correspondent ot the Chi­

cago Tribune writes : As a general rule 
the peasant in South Russia owns seldom 
over twenty-five or thirty acres, and this 
he scatters in one and two acre parcels. 
No fence cr other sign marks the divid­
ing line ; still, every one knows the exact 
.limits of his land. The community 
holds the title of all the land, and gives 
to every inhabitant a certain parcel to 
cultivate, so that there can be no prole- 
tarianism. Every three years the land 
is changed, so that all may have unequal 
shore in both the good and poor lands, 
The instruments, with a few exceptions, 
which the Russian tiller uses, aie of the 
most primitive style. The peasant 
hereabouts raise rye for his own use ; 
flax to clothe himself with ; sunflowers 
and linseed to make therefrom the oil ho 
may need during Lent ; *wheat and other 
cereals lie sells. Like all shiftless far­
mers he leaves everything to nature and 
chance. He never manures ;. but seldom 
ploughs deeper than a hen would scratch 
and still more seldom docs he use the 
harrow. If the crop fails he pawns 
everything to the Jew, in order to live. 
Often ho will wander away, daring a bad 
harvest, to seek elsewhere the work he 
cannot find at home. But during pros­
perous harvests he will demand one 
ruble as a day’s wages, and, even at that

Base Ball Match.
The match on Friday between the First 

Nine of the Maple Leaf Çlub and the 
dippers of Hion, N. Y., attracted no 
small shave of attention-, and drew to the 
grounds—which were in splendid order— 
a very large crowd of spectators.

A competent wit­
ness now states under oath that the 
Mormon militia attacked the emigrants, 
and, afton a fight o(^several days without 
results, sent in a flag of truee offering 
them protection 2: they would lay down 
their arms.

| with, the entire party were butchered by 
! the Mormons. The deponent is Philip 
Clingom Smith, who was at the time of 
the massacre a Mormon bishop of Cedar 
City. He testifies that he was acting na 
a recruit in the Mormon militia, that 
his Lient-Colonel Haight, told him the 
orders from head-quarters were to shoot 
down.all emigrants except little children; 
that the commander of the Mormon force 
Major John D. Lee, in an address to the 
troops, told them these were his orders.. 
Smith heard the orders passed down tho 
Mormon lines* witnessed the entire mas­
sacre, and fired one shot himself—though. 
several volleys were fired—and then ex- 
erted himself to save little children.
