$825.

Iu all about 33 head of this sale 
brought $0,066, or an average for these 
of $274.40.

W. C. Edwards & Co. sold 8 females 
for $2,805, or au average price of $467.50.

Peter White bad six females reach a 
total of $1,885, or the handsome average 
of $806.

Senator Edwards is to be oongratu 
la tod at the recognition that has at last 
come to his Shorthorn breeding efforts, 
The 16 young bulls sold for $3,436, or for 
the average of $229.
