Missionary Allen’s Parents Were
Decidedly Uneasy.

Their Son Had to Pass Through the
Dardanelles.

This Missionary Rides a Bicycle and it
Nearly Cost Him His Liie—An
East End Boy.

By the news of the safe arrival in
New York of their son Eli, the minds of
Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Allen, 458 Que-
bec street, are very much relieved. Mr.
Allen has been laboring as a mission-
ary in Persia, and was on his way
nome. His .route lay through the
Black Sea, the Sea of Marmora, and
the Dardanelles, the seat of the trou-
ble between Turkey and other powers,
and as his parents had not heard from
him since he left Erzeroum they were
very anxious. On Saturday Mr. Alien,
sen., .told an ‘“Advertiser” reporter
that if he did not have word by Mon-
day, he would write to the American
Presbyterian Foreign Mission Board in
:.New. .York,'and ask them to institute
inquiries. Judge, then, the surprise of
Mr. and Mrs. Allen when they learned
yvesterday of the arrival of their son-
in-law and daughter, Mr. and Mrs.
E. L. Liddicott, and child, who went
to England from East London in the
summer. They brought news that Mr.
Eli Allen had accompanied them as
far as New York, where he would re-
main for a few days on business before
coming home.

Mr. Allen will remain here a year.
For four years he has been superintend-
ent of the industrial department of a
' mission in Persia, and as an iron de-

| partment is to be added to the shop,
he has been granted a year’'s absence

> | to come home and increase nis knowl-

iedge of the iron trade.

Mr. Allen is a practical missionary.
{He received a public school education
1i11 cast London, and also perfected
| himself in shorthand, which, however,
i he did not seek to use to his advantage.
i The loss by death of a brother and sis-
ster, followed by that of a dear com-
panion, gave him sober food for re-
flection, and he determined to become
a missionary. He was then connected
with the King Street Presbyterian
Church. He was accepted by the Am-
erican ,Presbyterian Foreign Mission
. Boa®™, not so much because of his ora-
torical ability, but because of a splen-
idid knowledge of mechanics. After
{some time spent in perfecting this
i knowledge, in particular branches, es-
i pecially in furniture manufacturing
and cabinet work, he left for the field.

This missionary rides a blcycle, and
the sight of the wheel and the man
astride it caused great excitement am-
‘ong the natives, and gave Mr. ‘Allen a
| narrow escape for his life. The cir-
| cumstances may explain in part the
| disappearance of Bicyclist Lenz. Light
is thrown upon Mr. Allen’s Asiatic
bicycle tour by the following letter
from a Cleveland lady, who is also
attached to the"mission:

“Mr. Allen, the superintendent of the
{industrial department, has gone to
! America to learn something more of
the iron trade, as an iron department is
to be added to the shop. He started off
on his bicycle, and expected to ride
to Batoum, on the Black Sea, stop at
Samsoon, and run up to Marsovan, on
his wheel, to see the training school
there, and take the steamer to Mar-
seilles, and run across France, making
| the journey as cheaply as possible.

“Tn August he took a tour to the
i southern part of the field on his wheel.
| He would leave the horsemen who ac-
companied him away behind him, and
rode most of the way alone. Every-
where he was an object of the greatest
wonder and excitement.

Belief That the Port Dover Scheme
Will Be Abandoned

In Favor of Port Stanley, Because of
Rocky Bottom in Port Dover
Harbor.

Port Dover, Dec. 2.—It is stated here
that the captain of the Government dredge
has discovered that Port Dover harbor can-
not be made available for lake ferry traffic.
such as was contemplated, except through
an enormous expenditure of money. It is
understood that the harbor cannot be dredg-
ed sufficiently deep because the bottom is
solid rock. No one need be surprised if
the new company organized to run lake
ferries between Port Stenley and Cleveland,
should buy out the boats intended to ply to
and from Port Dover. In that case, the
lake coal traffic would be diverted to Port
Stanley, as was the intention when the
syndicate bargain was agreed to by the Lon-
don Council.

The Turks Dey

That They Fired on a British Gun-
" “boat.

Constantinople, Dec. 2.—The Sultan has
not yet heard the last of the extra guard-
ships question. As intimated in these dis-
patches on Friday last, the withdrawal of
the British gunboat Dryad from the en
trance of the Dardanelles was only a tem-
porary step, taken on account of the fact
that the palace people had inflamed the
fanaticism of the Mussulman population
here, and that serious rioting was planned
to commence as soon as the warships en-
tered the Bosphorus,

The powers now appear to be unani-
mously resolved to insist upon their de-
mands for the extra guardships. In conse-
quence the ambassadors have arranged for
a meeting today to discuss the situation and
consider what action is necessary in view of
the Sultan’s continued objection to grant-
ing the firmans. In the meanwhile, the
palace party is triumphant and the impres-
sion is being conveyed to the general putlic
that the Sultan has won a great victory over
the foreign powers. This tends to make
the matter more delicate to handle.

The so-called firing upon the Britieh ship
Lock Rannock, in the Dardanelles, is said
by Turish officiais to be a matter of little
importance and easily explained. They say
that the Loch Rannock arrived after sun-
down and that instead of anchoring she
attempted to -proceed and was signalled
from the shore by a gunshot to bring up.
As she did not do so a second shot was
fired and the Loch Rannock let go her
anchor. The “shell” which is said to have
whizzed over the head of the captain of the
Loch Rannock is pronounced to have been
nothing more than the wad from the signal
gun ashore,
