“It can hardly be said,” he contin­

ued, “that public opinion in either 
country has yet reached that state 
of crystallization, but it appears to 
be not far off. A good deal of in­
formation and authoritative recom­
mendation is still required to bring it 
about.”

Mr. Mitchell said the St. Lawrence 
river and the great lakes were unique 
assets of the North American con­
tinent, assets of which Canada was 
a majority shareholder and as such 
had a tremendous responsibility in 
the administration and conservation 
of their resources. It was hard to 
visualize the potentiality of the St. 
Lawrence basin. There was no other 
power producing river in the world 
with a uniformity of flow even ap­
proaching that of the St. Lawrence. 
The total power capability of the 
river in this power producing section 
was between 4,000.000 and 5,000,000 
horsepower, an amount inconceivable 
in these days of huge things. 
Roughly, about half of this was ob­
tainable in the international section 
of the river above Cornwall and of 
this in turn, half was Canadian. 
Canada thus has an ownership in 
upwards of three million horsepower 
in the St. Lawrence, or about three- 
quarters of the whole.

"Commercially," said General

"Indeed, 1 would go farther. 1 do 

not anticipate that we of this gen­
eration will ever be called upon to
