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U. S, Manufacturers in Con-
vention Suggest That Their
Federal :Government . Give
Aid to Proposed Work -

OPPOSE INCREASE
: IN RAILWAY RATES

— ——

Member Argues - That Immi-
grants Be Diverted to Farm-
ing Communities — Excly-
sion Not Proper Solution

NEW YORK, May 16.—Three impor-
tant subjects for the consideration of
the federal government were put for-
ward- today at the opening session of
the annual convention of the National
Manufacturers’ Association. One urges
the participation of the United States
in the building of a deep water canal
through Canada to transport ores and
grains from the: lake regions; amend-
ment of the immigration laws to pro-
vide more liberal terms for the admis-
sion of skilled Iabor; and the distribu-
tion of aliens in the farming sections,
where they are needed, were also ad-
Vocated.

The suggestion regarding the Cana-
dian canal was made in the report of
the committee on interstate commerce.
It outlines the several water routes that
are under consideration by the Cana-
dian authorities, and says of one route
which would connect Lake Ontario
with Georgian Bay, the outside arm of
Laké Huron, by way. of Lake Simcoe:

“The question is well worth consid-
ering whether the United States would
not gain far more than the outlay cost
by contributing liberally - for the con-
struction of g deep water canal through
this mest suitable part of the province
of Ontario, and by admitting Canadians
to the unrestricted use of the deep wa-
ter route through New York state in
réturn for equally free use of the Can-
adian canal by our merchant marine.”

, The report also calls attention to the
interest of the association in freight
rates, with the recommendation that
breparations be made to Opposeé an in-
crease in rates as Proposeéd by the
Trunk ‘Line Association, Figures dre
cited to-show that at present rates the
railroads apparently have prospered.

The diversion of immigrants to farm-
ing c¢ommunities was discussed = by
Ormsby McHarg, of this city, former
assistant secretary of the Department
of Commerce and Labor. The prob-
lem, as he saw it, was ‘proper tribu-
tion rather than exclustgn, ™ “ prob-
lem must be solvéd by the federal ZoV-
ernment,” he said. “It is absurd  te.
talk of building .a Chinese. wall about
this nation. We have neither the legal
right ,viewed from the standpoint of
international 'law, nor the power ' to
keep out desirable people. Even China
may, and.she should, resent our treat-
ment ‘of her people. 'Our reckless dis-
regard for the“feelings of these people
has cost us the greatest market in the
world. A distribution of the immigra-
tion from the-east coast to the west
would make an end to the yellow peril,
The east has had its developing labor
The west has been denied it.

“All sections of the country have
been benefitted in the past by immi-
gration with the &xception of the south,
and the south should be ‘educatéd in
this regard.” 3

CENTERVILLE, Ala., May 16—
Thirty-six negro--convicts lost their
lives early. today when the stockade of"
the Red Feather Coal Co., at Lucelle
mines, Bibb county, ahout fifteen miles
north of Centerville, was destroyed by
a fire set by one of the prisoners in an
effort to'gain his freedom.

‘Thirty-five of .the <convicts were
burned to death and another fatally
shot by the guards while trying to es-
cape. Among those burned is the negro
who started the -blaze,- -

The fire spread rapidly through the
structure; which, on aceount of the X~
tréme “dryness of the Jmaterial, was
quickly ~consumed, and 4t was with
much difficulty that the unharmed con<
victs in the stockade were prevented
from eluding the guards, All of the
convicts at Lucille mines are state
prisoners, loaned to the Red Feather
Coal Company for work in the mines.
It is reported that all ‘were negroes,

MONTGOMERY, Ala., May 16—O0f-
ficial information reaching here says
that twenty-six men were burned to.
death’ in the ‘stockade at Lncille, and
that twenty-one were seriously burned,
while several have diédl’ since. There
were but three' white conviets at the
camp, and the authorities do not know
whether they met 'death or not. A
number of the convicts are reported to
have been ' slowly roasted to death.
Several guards suffered injuries while
rescuing some of the men.

VANCOUVER, May 16.—Stabbed to
death from behind as.he was running
from an uplifted knife in the hand of
8 relentless fellow-countryman, = Sissi
Pirri this afternoon met his sudden fate
in the open street at the corner of
Powell and Victoria drive, while around
him on every side were scores of men
of' his own race, unwilling or unable
to -assist him.

When his victim fell, B. Costi, - the
murderer, turned and ran west down
the railway®tracks about a hundred
yards. " ‘Some one called to him, and he
retraced his steps to Where some of his
fellow-laborers were standing, and from
these he took a hastily collected sum of
money, leaving -the scene again at a
sharp run in his effort to escape the
dragnet of the law.

The dead man and his slayer were
both members of a city -8ang working
on sewers along Victoria drive. Both
were working in the same trench, their
heads. -barely showing above ground,
when an argument’ started between them
which soon developed into a wild bandy-
ing of invectives,

In the midst of the altercation Costi
dréw a long-bladed jackknife from his
pocket and made at Pirri. Defenceless,
the latter ran a short distance down
the ditch and. then scrambled to the
level ground above, his enemy close at
his heels, shouting and swearing in
Itallan. Again and again the doomed
man screamed in his native tongue:
“He will kill me,” *“ha will kill me,”
but not one of the laborers there moved
hand or foot to interfere between the
murderer and his victim. .

The end of the race for life or
a death was a foregone conclusion, for

Pirri, though younger than the other,
was much larger and heavier. Just as
his quarry was leaving the street in the
direction of the railway tracks, Costi
gailned on him in.  one spring  and
n | Plunged the knife into the base of

Pirri’s neck below the left ear. The
stabbed man dropped like a 'log.

He never regained- consciousness.

Inmportant changes relative-to the dise
Dosition of the Work Point garrison are
understood to be pending, and will prob-
ably eventuate on the arrival here of Sir
Frederick Borden, Canada’s Minister of
Militia, who, it is understood, will visit
Victorfa within the next few months. It
is stated that when the Dominion author-
ities ally take over the naval yard at
Esqu t from the Admiralty that the
Work Point barracks will be djsmantled
and ‘the troops stationed there removed
to quarters in the naval yard. The
strength of the garrison is at present
some 110 men, and it is understood that
the force will be added to, as at present
it is altogether insufficient.

‘With the arrival of Sir Frederick Bor-
den it is further understood that some-
thing definite will become known of tho
plans of the federal sovernment with re-
gard to the establishment of a naval stu-
tion at Hsquimalt.

In connection with the reported aban-
donment of the Work Point barracks an
interesting rumor is in efrculation to the
effect that the site will become the loca-
tion of the Canadian Northern terminals
for the Victoria and Barkley Sound rail-
way.
