Their edible qualities are determined 
by the condition under which they are 
produced as well as those under which 
they are later handled.

1. Feed hens on clean wholesome 
food. Give plenty of pure water in 
clean utensils. If hens are allowed 
access to putrid or decaying animal 
matter, or to filthy stagnant barn- 
yard water, the eggs frequently have 
a high colored yoke which is often as- 
sociated with a strong disagreeable 
flavor.

2. Keep the poultry house clean, 
and free from vermin. Eggs allow- 
ed to become soiled are not satisfact- 
ory for storing and are more liable to 
decay.
3. Provide plenty of clean dry nests 

in darkened places. Give one nest 
to not more than four hens. Dark 
nests help to reduce the danger of the 
egg eating habit.

4. Gather eggs at least twice daily 
in warm or wet weather. Fertile
