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Is IT TO BE A NATIONAL OURSE?

Woe charged our educational system as now

developed, in a late issue, with luring away
the sons of the country from a tillage of the
soil, and creating a false ambition where it
should stimulate the natural bent. We
now make another charge against it : it is
playing the mischief with the young women
of our country as well as with the young
men of the country. This is the time of
advance and education, when the school
doors are—very properly—thrown open to
the rich and the poor : but the time has
not yet come when the rich and the poor
can lay aside manual lsbor and live by in-
tellect alone. . The wood has to be hewn,
- and the water to be drawn, and the woel
to be carded and spun, rnd the boots and
the shirts and the coats to be
made, did every square mile in
the country show a grammar school
and 75 per cent of our yomng men
and women come out from their classes
medallists or honor bearers, Many a
farmer sends his daughter to school till she
is old enough to be of service in milking
his cows and carding his wool and weaving
his cloth ; but after she has spent a few
years learning drawing, the elements of
music and botany, she leaves with ideas as
far as the stars abeve the work of the farm
house. She has been educated in lines
pointing far beyond her sphere, and she
will not alone refuse to milk the cow and
weave the cloth, but she may often be
filled with a yearning for ways that
she never can tread. Any system of edu-
cation that develops only a taste for the
idesl, ignoring the practical realities of life,
is disastrous and a national curse, And
what is true in this respect of the farmer's
daughter i3 true of the daughters of thous-
ands of citizens who live by the labor of
their hands. Their daughters go to the
high school, graduate therefrom, and not
one in ten is any good afterwards for the
rough realities of life. Education, be it re.
membered, is on the march, and will soon
4mark every son aud daughter for its own ;
Ybut while it unfits both for the toil and
sweat of life, it does not lessen the
hand of labor falling to the share
of the race, Clearly, then, we. are
moving too fast, and it is abundantly clear
that even in the inestimable boon of educa-
tion, we may have too much of a good
thing. Educationalists will have to study
this problem ; it is every day becoming
more’ perplexing and imperative, They
will find that they must do something to
educate in the direction of the practical as
well as of theideal. We must eat and the
wheat must be grown : we must be clad
and the cloth must be woven. We can not
live on piano notes or dissected buttercups,
or make a dinner on a charming sunset or a
stanza from Marmion. The element of
home industry must be cultivated and the
duties of domestic life must be taught side
by side with that which is purely intellectual
and ideal. This will have to be done or we
shall soon he obliged to look upon our
education as the destroyer of our race.
