Association for the
purpose of affording aid to its members in
cases coming before the courts and to ob-
tain legislation more favorable to the own-
ers of leasehold property. The fee was fixed
‘at §2 per year with §1 extra for each m.id’i_-_~
tional case. ' (

. Mr. Arthur Harvey thought it was not
necesgary to form an association, as the Legis-
lature would remedy the evil at once.

Mr. George Kerr said it was -his opinion
that there were stroug interests to be fought
and it would require a long aud per-
sistent  struggle fore the ‘leasehold-
ers could t_their rights. The lease-
bold system of tenure had done more to re-
tard the growth of Toronto than any other
cause. He did not favor the petition pro-
posed as it did not propose any remedy.

Why a Law is Necessary.

Mr. Alexander Manning characterized the
present system of settlement by arbitration
as most infamous. _The lessee is invariably
treated unfairly. He was also of opinion
that it retarded the growth of the ¢ity and
mentioned Camden, Spruce and Oak-streets,
owned by the Hospital Trust, as examples.
There was not a single brick dweliing on the
Hospital property, and worst still it had
a bad reputation at the police courts. The
increase in taxation would pay the city to
take over all'the land and dispose of 1t S0
that it would be held by freebold tenure.

Mr. Thompson said: *In 20 years there
won't be a leasehold property in the city.
They'll all have to go.”

Mr. W. T. Ince had a good reason to sup-
port the new society. A case was up before
the Chancery Court at that very moment
which had already cost him over $400 and
through which he had little hope of obtain-
ing his rights.

All present signed a petition to the Legis-.
lature asking that it would take these mat-
ters into serious consideration and praying
that it might take steps to remedy the evil
at once.

A @raphic Sketch from Mr. Sulte—Some
{ Curious Details.

The Canadian Military Ipstitute, King-
street west, was crowded last night to hear
Mr, Benjamin Sulte, chief clerk of the
Militia ment, lecture on the part
Lower Canada played in the war of 1812,

For many years before
the war this prosperity bad existed, caused
by the American tariff, which_rendered
smugglin, profitable, and by the Berlin de-
crees 1n ﬁuro , whicl: drove England to
seek her timber, hemp and wheat from
Canada.

I regret the
cause which led up to this, I believe the
library board are ;;rhn‘rﬂy responsible by
not administering the'affairs of the library
in such a way as to give the best results
to the public and spending money on whims
put forward by some members of the board
in changing the original policy on which the
branch libraries were first estaplished and
embarking in the museum business. The
board has been too extravagant and
spent too much money on objects
that were mot in the  interest of
the library. 1 understand that over $000
has been paid for architects' fees for plans
and specitications for a new reference library
to be built in Lombard-street, when the
board knew they could not earry out the
plan for the want of money, and I thiok if it
could have done so it would be unwise to
patch up the present building by putting on
an annex for that purposs, Then the Board
spent over $460 in deputations to the different
cities of the United States to get information
concerning museums, and now I'am told as a
result, and on the advice of the chief libra-
rian, that the board is foing to spend be-
tween $5000 and $6000 in altering the present
building. Allow me to say that I think this
expenditure is uncalled for and even not
necessary for the mussum.
The Museum Condemned.

I believe that the taxpayers are mnotin
favor of establishing a museum on the lines
proposed, and the Library Board is un-
warranted in saying that the work is in har-
mony with the wishes of the people., Ido
not think that 1t is the duty of a munici-

ality like Toronto to engage in the museumn

usiness. - !

A museum to be of any practical benefit
to the people should contain all the best
specimens in geology,natural history, archao-
logy, arts and science, textile mmanufacture,
'xgecignns from the forest and the sea, illus-
trating in every way the natural resources
and the manufactures of the country and to
be classified in such a way as to be essential-
ly of an edueational value., To do this re-
quires practical knowledge,; and to carry it
out will take considerable monsy, and for
this reason I don’t think that tbe. city of
Toronto shonld be call to support a
museum of this kind out of the taxes, but it
should be & provincial ipstitution, where
gentlemen conld be got with exper} know-
ledge of the things that are usually found in
a good museum.

1 do not want to see a museum of
moastrosities or curiosities of no practical
|use. Blood-stained coats, grim  skulls, old
bones, broken swords, buttons and ﬂauleta,
deformed speci s of the animal kingdom
should find no place in an  educational mu-
seum. ‘Thess things are of mno yalue, and
the taxes of the peopls should not be used to
support a show, 1Tontend that the speci-
mens in the way of curiosities ‘and other
thinﬁs that are now boxed up and belong to
the Provincial Government, and taken over
