New-Torg, Jan, 5.—The barque Mexico
Captain Winslow, from Liverpool, for N.York,
went nshure ubout half-past 4 v’clock on ‘T'ues-
dity morning, on Haunpsiend Beach, Long (s-
{and, and so0n after bilged nud tilled with wa-
ter. She had on board 116 persous, (includ.
ing the crew,) mastly steeruge pnssenges.
Dawu to 5 v'cluck on Tuesday afieruwam, ouly
9u8 bout lind sceceeded 1n reaching the wreck.
She took off the ceptamn and seven other per-
sons, iz : W.lham Brovae, brother of Mr. S.
Broome, ths owuer ; Juhn Francis, and John
Hunson, ssamen, the former a Frenchiun, the
latter a Hamburginn; Edwnrd Felix, colorsd
cook ; John Wonds, tailar, of Exeter, Boglantl;
Richard Owens, and Thos. Mullahan, of Ire-
land. The three lnst mentioned were passen-
gers. All the abuve, except the Cupta,n aud
young Broome, are now 1 the hospital, having
most of them been badly frost-bitten. The
condition of the 108 persons remaiuning on
board ot the date of the lust accounts, was de-

lorable ; sume of them being up to thetr knees
in water. It s not known that the ship has
gone to pioces, but in thentense cold of 'Lues-
day, it would seem impossible that they could
long survive, oxposed not only to the wenther,
but drenching with freezing water, The al-
most perishing stute of those who were taken
off, gives fearful reason to apprelicnd the worst
for those who remained, among whom were a
large number of wemen and children.

Two o’clock, p. m.—There appes 1 now to
be no doubt but that all the persons u board
the Mexico, with the exceptiou of eight bronght
ofi on Tuesday, pirisugnp! ‘The number of
lives lost is ore hundred and eight. Had the
pilows bean on the alert, this dreadful catastyes
phe would huve been prevented. It is sup-
posed none were drowned, bt that all perish-
ed with cold.

We are sorry to hear that distress from po-
verty begins to shew itself in Quebec and the
adjuacent parishes, among a description of per-
sons who huve not hieretofore heen dependent
an thesir ncighbours for assistance, Wae have
heard ofinstances in the country parts, where
lnrgo families of children have had nothing to
ent for more than tweaty-four hours, and their
state of destitution was then only discovered
by accident. Unfortunately, several of :hose
who usually bad the means of assisting their
poor neighbours, are now reduced to a state of
poverty themselves, from the failure of the
crops for some years past, but parniicularly last
year,

We are afraid that sufficient attention is not
given to adapy the cultivation to the soil and
climate, and accommodate the mode of Jiving
to the change of cireheusa- - -

persons settle on house lotg in the villages, and
depend on dny labour or casual employment,
which at bestis fluctuating, und must dumin-
ish with the duannation of tho productiveness
of the lnnd. ‘

‘I'here arc, however, various causes which
co-operate in producing the prescut result. A
careful enquiry into them, by unprejudiced
and intolhigent men, would probably point
them out, together with the weans whereby an
enily of great and growing muguntude might be
gradually semoved, and better prospects vpen=
ed for a large poruon of the population. It
poliicians could forgo their disputes and ther
prajects, we should have some hope of o truly
wise cuurse of policy, suitable to existing cir-
cumstances, being adopted by the publlc wu-
thorities to promote, by permauent measures,
the general weifarc of a commutty new ex-
posed to much suffering, with too wuch pros-
pect of its incrense.— Gazetle.

The futirth vorih-casterly snow-atorm, since
the 13th December, commenced on Sunday
morning, about doy-bght, nrd cotittnued nll
Moudny night, when the wind changed to the
westward, with continved suow, 1l about ten
o’clock next morning. The quantity fallen s
greater thap is recollected for u very long pe-
riod back. It is probably about from cighteen
inches 10 two feet on n level. The whole
depth of suuw fullen i the last eighteen days
is betwean four and five feet, whereit did not
dnft. Inthe fieldsitis generally ona level
with the tops of the fences. The ronds have
become nearly impassable. The Halifax
Mail, due on Monday morning, arrived only
at ten this day ; and the Montresal Mail, due
at the same time, has not yet arrived. It wiil
be sevara} days before the roads will admit of
the arrwval of the Mail at the usval time. In
the country parts around Quebec, the drift, in
consequence of the violence of the wind, was
sn great asto prevent people from going to
Church, urg the roads were uot open for
sleighs up jto last evening. Jn town, eome
housos were literally buried under the snow,
which was so high at several parts of the walls
of the city, that a person on snow shoes meght
have watked over them, although they are be-
t. en twenty and thirty feet in hoight

After all the accidents which have recently
o »ared, the inhabitants were naturally appre-
he ave of some new fire brenhing out during
the i wind, particularly as the tormer fires
had w sstly occurred in windy weather. On
Tuesday mormng an alarm was given, aud the
reflection of fire on the borizon was observed
towards St. Roch’s Suburbs. It happened,
however, tobe only a fishing cabin ou the ice
of the river St Charles.

The ice on the 8t, Lawrence is stopt ot
Curouge since last mght. It bad become sta-
tionary at the same place on Satorday, but
was broken up by the ensterly gale.—4b

Quenec, Jan. 9.— A letter from 'Frois-Pie-
toles, about 120 miles below Quebec, on the
 south shore, continues to give a melancholy
picture of the distress which prevuils in thut
neighbourhood. Some of the people are feed-
ing on their horses. und the number of thore
who are withou. sufficient meaus of subsistence
