True to that fecling of loyulty to the
British 8overeign and love of British 1" nstitutions,
which has over been their boast, the people of
these Colontes huve accepted the position with all
its honors, responsibllities and dangers, and now
oxhibit to the world the noble spectacle of a Clii-
zon Soldlery, embruclng in its runks thousunds of
the most intluentlal anc intelljgent of our popula-
tion, prepared to defend to the last the land (hey
ltve In and the luws they reverence.

The nlacxgity dlspladyc by the Colonists in the
months of March and June last abundantly testi-
ties to thelr desire to defend these Provinces; but
it 1s evident to all who glve the subject u thought,
thut vast as has been the progress made towards
providing for them a thorough and practical Mili-
tary Organization, much has yet to be done to
completo the work.

dlurn should exist through which our Citizen Sol-
dlerly, now to some extent strangers to cach other,
may study the various systems of orgunization in.
troduced among their comrades; eXchange mu.
tually thelr thoughts and seatiments, and secure
the correction of those abuses and wrongs, which
wil creep fnto every system, by exposihiyz them
to the notlce of the nuthorities and thelr fellow-
countrymen.
