SUMMARY OF NEWS.

From the Commercisl Messenger
ARRIVAL OF THE ACADIA,
Tue Roston papers of Wednesday annonnce the
arrival of the Acalic at Boston, on Tuesday af-
ternocn, bringing news from England to the 19th,

The lonz expected and imporlant evenl—{ihe
Birth of the Prince of Wales—for every body
expected it would be a Prince—taok place on the
9th. The following is the official announcement
of that great event :—

Jeckinanay Parace, Nov 9.—This mornine
at t“.'elvo minutes before eleven, the Queen w;;
happile delivered of a Prince, his Royal High-
nese Prince Albert, her Royal Highness the Duch-
ess of Kent, several Lords of her Majesty’s Most
llorjnrnl.]n Privy Council, 3nd the Ladies of her
Majesty’s Bedchamber, being present.

This great and important news was immediate-
Iy made known to the town hy the firing of the
Patk and Tower guns ; and the Privy Council
being assembled as socn as possible thereupon
at the council chamber, Whitehall, it was ordcr-,
ed that a Form of Thanksziving, for the Queen’s
safe delivery of a Prince, be prepared by his Grace
the Archbishop of Canterbury, 1o be used jn all
churches and chapels thionghout England and
Wales, and the town of Berwick upon Tweed,

on Sunday, the 14th of November, or the Sunday

after the respective ministers shall receive the
same.

Her Majesty and the Infant Prince are, God
he praised, hoth daing well.

A special messenger was despatched, at a quar-
ter past ten o’clock that nizht, to the residence of
Sir ltobart Peel, in Whitehall gardens, to apprise
the rizht hon. barenet that the accouchment of
her Majesty might probably take place before the
next norning. Oarcceipt of this intelligence,
exnresses were sent off to the Archbishop of Can-
tershnry, the Bishop of London, and to the several
cabiinet ministers, m order that they might honl
theraselves in readiness, should their presence be
requited during the night. .

Her Majesty, however, becoming more com-
posed towards midunight, Sir James Clailc and Dr,
Locock judwed that her Majesty’s accouchment
would nol, in all probability, take place for seve-
ral hours; aud this opinion they communicated to
Piince Alhert, through the Lord Steward and the
Lord Chamberlain. The inedical officers already
named, however, deemed it right to send for Dr,
t“erguson and Mr. Blagden, both of whom prompt-
ly atleonded the summons, and remained at ths
palace dming the night.

Between six and seven o’clock in the marning,
her Majesty’s symptoms assuming that dtistinctive
character peculiar lo her critical situation, the
several cabinet ministers and great officets of state
were summnoned by special messengers,, whose
departure from the Pimlico gate attracted even
at that early hour of the morning the nutice of the
inhabitants of the neighboring streets, and the
intellizence soon spread to more remote quarters
of the west end.

Sir Robert Peel arrived at the palace a few mi-
nutes hefore eight o’clock,and was received by the
Lord Steward. The right honorable baron:{ had
an immediate interview with the wnedical gentle-
men, and"wag assured that her Majesty was going
on most favorably. The Archbishop of Canter-
bury, the Lord Chancellor, and the Bishop of Lon-
don arrived at 10 o’clack, and were speedily fol-
lowed by the Duke of Wellington, the Duke of
Buckingham, the Larl of Aberdeen, Sir James
Graham, the Marquis of Exeter, and some other
noblemen and commoners, members of the Cabi-
net or Privy Council,

Her Majesty’s accouchement took place, as
stated in the Gazette Extraordinary, at ten mi-
nutes before eleven o’clock, A.M. ere were in
the toyal chamber at the time the Prince Albert,
the Duchess of Kent, the Archbishep of Canter-
bury, the Lord Chancelior, Sir Rohert Peel, the
Bishop of London, the Duke of Wellington, the
Lord Steward, the Lady in Waiting, the Medical
Attendants, and Mrs. Lilley, the monthly nurse.

The other ministers and prineipal officers and
ladies of the houselold were admitted (o the ante
room. The sex of the royal infant was announced
by Sir James Clark to the anxious group of distin-
guished personages assembled in the royal cham-
ber, and subsequently to those assembled in the
anteroom, exciling in every bosom unspeakable
emotions of joy and gratilude. Prince Albert re-
ceived the congratulations appropriate to the occa-
sion with eraceful affability.

The safety of her Majesty and that of the in-
fant Prince having been ascertained,the various
persons summoned to witness the interesting event
quilted the palace, with the exception of Sir Ro-
bert Peel, who remained until twelve o’clock,
when the right honorable haronet proceeded to
Whiteball, to attend a privy council, specially
summoned, at which the Gizelte Extraordina=
ry _was lo be issued, announcing her Majesty’s
safe accouchemenl, and the birth of a Piince,

The council rose at two o’clock, and as the se-
veral miaisters depaited, the populace cheered
lustily .for ¢ The Queen and the Prince of Wales?
~the intellizence having by that time sprend all
over the weslern extremity of the metropolis.

The union flag was hoisted from the steeples of
the several parish churches, and the Park and
Tower guns fired a royal salute, half minute
time, at two o’clock ; the ships and steamers
belm\: the bridge displaying the gayest ensigns,
