The sucoessful attempt of two of the Dl-
rectors of the Iate Exchange Bank to have
themselves nominated, eleoted and appointed
08 liquidators to wind up the aflalrs of the
bankrupt concern, must attract the attention
of commetclal and finsnolal clroles to the

plating the ruin of that financial institution,
and of ascertaining the causes ot the dieae-
trous ocollapse, Yesterday a meeting of the
gharekolders was neld for the purpose of ap-
polnting liquidators to wind up the coucern,
the procesdings of which were given In our
Iast edition of ycsterday’s issae. The meeting
wag decorona bat stern in {ts attitnde towards
the directora under whose sway the Bank has
come to grief. The creditors and shareholders
felt and saw at ouoce that thelr fortanes, or the
porblons thereof, which they bad confided to
tho Bank for eafe keeplng and fruo-
tificaton hsd been  wrecked and
1est beyond recovery by shameful mismanage.-
ment and systematic misapplication of the
funds. There was congequently grave and
asbuondant reason for indignation of & warm
desoription, but there were no outbursts of
violent and acitimonlous feeling agalnst the
Board of Directors. The general feellng
geemed to bs tempered by the thought that
these gentlemen wero among the Ilargest
nolders of the stock, and though less innocent
vistims than the ordinary shareholders, thst ]
they stlil would be the greatest sufferers. The

ghareholders, however, protested siroungly

agaiost belng foiced to vote in the dark for

Hguldators. They wanted some light thrown on

the situation before oasting thelr voter, andde-

manded explanations from the ohalr about the

management which hed reduced the Bauk to

its present condition. 'The chalrman, Hon.

A. W. Oglivie, declined to enter Into any

explanation thaf would revesl the pesition of
affalrs.

PROTEBTANTISM IN ULSTER,.

« Protestant Ulster” is a phrass which has
welgh heavily against the efiorts of the Inlsh
people; as a whole, t0 achieve thelr political
freedom and to advance the :sooial and
msterial interesta of the country, Orangemen
and thelr leaders have always boasted of the
staunoh Frotestantlsm of the North, ang
ave pergistently sttributed to this religions
element the prosperity, snilghtenment, peace
and order olalmed by them as the
distinotive features of thefr provinge.
Thia claim, In the past, was never properly,
or, at least, suocess{ully, ohallenged, and the
world was allowed to believe that it was
based on undeniable facts, But the game o}
deception and hypocrisy has gone teo far,
and the ¢ Protestantiem of Ulster,” which has
80 often been put forward s a reason why
the national demands should not bs graated
or even discussed, has been thoroughly rid-
dled with the figuras of the Government sta-
tistica. A food of iight has been let
In on the  position of affalrs iIn
the province. Inatead of belng able to sway
the destinles of Ulster and to make its as-
cendency effective, Protestantlem Ia found
to be in the minority and to be with-
out epy right to the boast or clalm
that Ulster was the exclusive domain of so
onlled Loyallsts, Imn the fature, Orange
bigotry and intolerance will have to calm
down and assume s subordinate position;
while the Oatholice and Nationalisis will ad-
vanoe to the front and take thelr rightfal
rank In the public aflalrs of the province.

The other dey we publiched a table of
figures, compiled from cfficial returns, from
which 1t 18 clear that the appellation of Pro-
testant Ulster I8 qnite unwarranted, for in
the whole province the COatholics are in a
declded msjorlty over Protestant Eplecopal
fans and Presbyterians combined. The figures
are: Cathollos, 833,566 ; Protestant Episco-
patlane, 379,402 ; Presbyterlans, 451,629,
Taking the nine countles of Ulster
geparately, the table shows that in all
of them, except two, the Oatholies
number more than any other single denoml-
nation, and in sall except four the Oatholics
pomber more than all the otder denomina-
tions united. In the County of Tyrone, for
example, where Lora Rossmore and his
Orange rowdles asssmbled to dieperze a Home
Ruale meeting, the Oatholio population num-
bers 109,793 a8 ageainst 87,907 of all other
sects--Protestants, Presbyterians, Msthodists
and nondesoripts. Fermanagh, where the
Orangemen have been nlso boasting, bluster-
ing and threatening, contalns 47,359 Oatholics
while the total of all other denominations in
the coanty 1s but 37,603,

‘Wkile the Catholios can be counted on to
endorse and suppori, a8 one man, the nation-
al demands, 1t must not be imnagined that the
whole Protestant population of Ulster Is op-
posged to the policy of the National Y.esgue,
The Orange faction, whick makes all the
nolse, forms but an Inconsiderable portion of
the Protestant mincrity. Then again,as Mr.
Healy'a victory In Monaghan has abundantly
proved, the Presbyterlan farmers are In
thorough sympathy with Parneli and the
League, It 18 ocertain that it Lord
Rossmore and his fanatical followers were not
alded and encouraged by the soldiers and
police In thelr riotous condunct, the National.
1sts would have but little difficulty in carry-
ing the day in the msajor part ot the province:
Ancther popular fallacy engecdered and kept
up by the pretensfons of the Orange
« loyalista,” is, that superlor Intelligeuce and
greater prosperity exist In Ulster on account
of its Protestantism. They proclaim to
British etatesmen and to all the rest of
the wo:ld that they are t{he only
industilous, educated, truly religlous and
loyal people in Ireland, and that the rest of
the Irxlsh people are sunk in ignoranoe, idle-
ness and orime. But when these pretensions
coms to be subjected to the test of serious ex-
amination and enquiry, their statements tum
out to be baseless and their claims to be
purely fictitious. Ulster 1a nelthor the most
wealthy nor the most Intelliy .5 of the Irish
provinces. -

Taking education as the star<azd of intel-
ligence, the statistics show that «ue number of
perdons who cau read and write 15 five per
cent. greater in Lelnster than In Uleter. The
percentage for Munster and Uleter 1s absut
equal, so that in the matter of eduocatlon and
intelligence the ¢ Protestant North' Is not
guperior to the * Paplet Bouth,” while it 1s
much Inferior to # Papist Lelnster.”

Now, ns to the question of wealth, which
naturally springs from fndustry and which is
a slgn of proaperity, U+ ter agala lags behind
the rest of Irclani. ‘The proof of thbis is
found in the figures of the Blue Books., Thus
the amount sasessed for Government income
tax in Leinster s nearly four milllon of
pounds sterling in exoess of the amount as-
gesged for Ulster.
