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the Parties to the dispute is not a Party to the Statute, to an arbitral tribu
constituted in accordance with the Hague Convention of 18 October 1
for the Pacific Settlement of International Disputes."

Paragraph 4 of article 18 shall read as follows:
"The Secretary-General shall communicate to all the Members of

United Nations and to the non-member States mentioned in article 20
declarations and notices received in virtue of this article."

Article 20 shall read as follows:

"The present Convention is subject to ratification. As from 1 Janui
1947, the instruments of ratification shall be deposited wi.th the Secreta
General of the United Nations, who shall notify their receipt to all
Members of the United Nations and the non-member States to which
Secretary-General has communicated a copy of the Convention."

Paragraph 1 of article 21 shall read as follows:

"The present Convention shall be open to accession on behalf of 9
Member of the United Nations or non-member State mentioned in arti
20."

In paragraph 1 of article 24, the words "High Contracting Party" shall
substituted for the words "Member of the League or non-member State".

The second paragraph of article 24 shall read as follows:

"The Secretary-General shall notify all the Members of the Unit
Nations and non-member States mentioned in article 20 of any denunciatic
received."

In paragraph 3 of article 24, the words "High Contracting Parties" sh
replace the words "Members of the League or non-member States bound by t
present Convention'.

Article 25 shall read as follows:

"Request for the revisibn of the present Convention may be l'ad
any time by any High Contracting Pàrty by means of a notice addree
to the Secretary-Generalý of the United Nations. Such notice shalle
communicated by the Secetary-General to the other Higl Contra
Parties and, if endorsed by not less than one-third of them, the J
Contracting Parties agree to meet for the purpose of revising the Conventi'
