Article 7

1. Unless otherwise agreed, information of a non-proprietary
nature arising from the cooperative activities under this Memorandum of
Understanding may be made available to the public in accordance with
the normal procedures.

2. The Parties will give due consideration to the protection of
intellectual property rights or other rights of a proprietary nature resulting
from the cooperative activities under this Memorandum of Understanding
and will consult with each other for this purpose as necessary.

Article 8

Nothing in this Memorandum of Understanding will be
construed to prejudice other agreements for cooperation between the
Parties existing at the date of signature of this Memorandum of
Understanding or concluded thereatter.

Article 9

1. This Memorandum of Understanding will become effective
when the Parties notify each other that all legal requirements for its entry
into effect have been fulfilled.

2. This Memorandum of Understanding may be revised by
mutual consent. Any revision or termination of this Memorandum of
Understanding will be effected without prejudice to any right or obligation
accruing or incurred under this Memorandum of Understanding prior to
the effective date of such revision or termination.

3. This Memorandum of Understanding will remain in effect for a
period of five years and continue in effect thereafter uniess either Party
notifies in writing six months in advance of.its intention to terminate this
Memorandum of Understanding.
