NORTHERN PROJECTS

Ten parties will work in the North. Three archaeo-
logical parties will investigate prehistoric sites in
the Franklin and Mackenzie Districts. Dr. Richard S.
MacNeish, Senior Archaeologist, will undertake re-
search on the early prehistoric sites in the northem
Yukon. This is a continuing project which has pro-
vided much new and significant information on the
early peoples who reached North America from Asia.
Father G.M. Rousseliére, an archaeologist, will ex-
plore prehistoric sites in the Franklin District. The
Eskimo family organization and the language of the
Athabascan Indians will also be the subject of study
by ethnologists.
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GIANT AERIAL SURVEY

A $4.5-million programme of aeromagnetic sur-
veys, involving the Federal Govemment, five pro-
vincial govermments and three Canadian air-survey
companies and covering over 500,000 square miles
of territory in the Canadian Shield, was announced
recently by the Minister of Mines and Technical Sur-
veys, Mr. Jacques Flynn.

The project is part of the $18:million federal-
provincial programme of aeromagnetic surveys an-
nounced last year, which will take 12 years to com-
plete, will cover 1,800,000 square miles of great
blocks of partly unsurveyed territory in the Canadian
Shield, and will involve 3,600,000 miles of flying.
Participating with the Federal Government on an

equal cost-sharing basis are Alberta, Saskatchewan,

Manitoba, Ontario and Quebec. The three companies
which have contracted to carry out the surveys ar€
Aero Surveys Limited of Vancouver, and Canadian

Aero Service Limited and Spartan Air Services.

The 1962 programme involves over a million line-
miles of. flying. Each contract covers a fout-year
period, representing three, years of actual flying and
one year for clean-up of compilation. The contracts
also call for production of the resultant aeromagnetic
maps within one year of the flying ofan area. Present
plans call for further similar contracts in 1965, 1968,
and 1971. The completion of the entire programme is
scheduled for 1973. : e
