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Year-to-year increases in employment were re-
corded In British Columbia (4.2 per cent), the Prai-
ries (2.3 per cent) and Ontario (2.1 per cent). There
was little change in the Atlantic Region and in
Quebec.

UNEMPLOYMENT
From June to July unemployment decreased by

24,000 to 371,000, compared to an average June-to-
July decrease of 7,000 during the past five years.

Of the total unemployed in July, 123,000, or
33 per cent, had been unemployed for less than one
month. Some 147,000, or 40 per cent, had been unem-
ployed for one to three months, and some 101,000, or
27 per cent, for four months or over.

Unemployment in July 1968 represented 4.5 per
cent of the labour force, compared to 3.5 per cent in
July 1967, and 3.1 per cent in july 1966. The season-
ally-adjusted unemployment rate for July was 5.3 per
cent.
