Resolved,—That towards making good the Supply granted to Her Majesty
on account of certain expenses of the public service for the fiscal year ending
the 31st day of March, 1967, the sum of $22,500,000 be granted out of the
Consolidated Revenue Fund of Canada.

Resolution to be reported.

The said resolution was reported and concurred in, and the Committee
of Ways and Means obtained leave to sit again at the next sitting of the House.

Mr. Benson, seconded by Mr. Mcllraith, by leave of the House, presented
Bill C-254, An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money for
the public service for the financial year ending the 31st March, 1967, which
was read the first time.

By unanimous consent, the said bill was read the second time, considered
in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read the third time
and passed.

By unanimous consent, the Order for resuming the adjourned debate on
the motion of Mr. Macaluso that the Twelfth Report of the Standing Committee
on Transport and Communications presented to the House on Thursday, Novem-
ber 3, 1966, be concurred in, was discharged and the motion withdrawn.

By unanimous consent, the Order for the House to resolve itself again into
Committee of the Whole on Bill S-2, An Act to incorporate the Ottawa Terminal
Railway Company, was discharged and the said bill withdrawn.

By unanimous consent, proceedings in this day’s sitting pursuant to pro-
visional Standing Order 39-A were not taken up.
