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That 15 Members of the House of Commions to be
designated by the House at a later date be the members
on the part of this House of the Special Joint Comxnittee;

That the said Committee have the power to send for
persons, papers and records and examine witnesses; to
sit during sittings and adjournnients of the House; to
report from time to time; to print such papers and evi-
denoe from day to day as may be deemed advisable; to
delegate to sub-committees ail or any of their powers
except the power to report directly to the House; and to
adjourn from. place to place within Canada; and

That a Message be sent to the Senate requesting that
House to unite with this House for the above purpose,
and to select, if the Senate deemns it advisable, some of
its Members to act on the proposed Special Joint Com-
mittee.

After debate thereon, the question being put on the
motion, it was agreed to.
