Mr. McBain: The St. Lawrence Seaway
Authority advises as foilows:

There have been no sales or donations
by the St. Lawrence Seaway Authority ai
lands expropriated by it in the caunty ai
Laprairie. There have been seven conveyances
ai parcels ai these lands by way ai lease.
Thùree af these leases, for a term during the
pleasure of the Authority, have been ta con-
struction campanies, Baillargeon & Fournier
Inc., Construction Equipment Company Lim-
ited and Key Construction Company Limited,
for temporary shelter ar starage af con-
tructian materials; the lease to Key Construc-
tion has been terminated recently. Two more
ai these leases were ta construction campantes,
Rivermant Canstruction Company Llmited
and J. M. Langlois Inc., for the area necessary
ta the aperatian ai stone crushing plants; bath
af these leases are now terminated. Anather
lease, also during pleasure, is in favour of
Mr. Armand St-Germain ta enable him, ta
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
