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The Acting Speaker (Mr. Paproski): I declare the

amendment lost.

Mr. Hawkes: Mr. Speaker, I think you would find
unanimous consent of the House to call the vote on Bill
C-13 next, followed by Bill C-9 and then Bill C-17. In
that same vein, I think the results of the vote we just
completed could be applied to Bill C-13 but in reverse.

Mr. Gauthier: Agreed.

Mr. Kindy: I rise on a point of order, Mr. Speaker. I am
voting with the Government on Bill C-13.
