THE REDISTRIBUTION BILL.

SECOND AND THIRD READINJS.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED moved the second
reading of Bill (62), An Act toD readjus-t
the representation in the flouse of Corn-
irons. He said: In movIng the second
reading of this Bill, I desire to say that
s:nce Î mrade the statenient th's mrorning
tliat the resolutions, which have been
practically rejected, and the Bill now be-
fore us for consideration sh. uld be coupled
together. Upon reconsideration the Gov-
erniment lias thought it desirable to sub-
mit the Redistribution Bill to this HouSe.
The Prime Minister, upon its returri to the
flouse of Gommons, wilI doubtless inake a
statement respecting the subject, which if
made will of course, appear upon the
records and will explain the position of the
Government upon this question.

The motion was agreed to, a.nd, the Bill
was read the second time.

The Hlouse resolved itself into a Çom-
mittee of the Whole on the Bill

lIn the Committe-e.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-I move the first
clause of the Bill.

Hon. Mr. OILORA.N-I would sug-gest to
the lion. leader of the Government that, as
this matter appertains solely to the House
of Gommons, hie should make a general
motion and have the Bill adopted en bloc
mnstead of goingc through fifty or sixty
pages.

The CHAIRMAN-As a legal question. this
House hias a riglit to amend thit Bill.

Hon. MINr. GLORAN-Certainly, and if
the vote is flot unanirnous it xviii have to
be discussed clause by clause.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-There are only
seven clauses in the Bill. The rest of it
made up of schedules, so that there should
be no delay.

The remainirig clauses and schedules
were adopted without discu.ssion.

Hon. Mr. CLORAN-Now you can see
how fair the Opposition is; it makes no
amexidment to that Bill.

Hon. Mr, LOUGHEED-If there are any
amendments to be suggested, let us hear
what they are-

Hon. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-You
could carry your amendments.

Hon. Mr. BOSTOCK

Hon. Mr. BOLDUC, from the comimittee,
reported the Bill without amendinent. On
.. ioti0n of Hon. Mr. Lougheed, seconded
by Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell, the Bill
was read the thiýrd time and passed.

The Senate adjourned during pleasure.

After sontie time the House was resumed.

INCREASED REPRESENTATION IN THE
SENÂTE.

A messace was reeeived from the House
of Gommons stating that the amnendaiîent
made by the Senate to the prôposed joint
address was not concurred in, for the fol-
lowing reasons:

1. Because appoinitments to, the Senate flave
no necessary or appropriate relation to the date
of the election of members to serve in the House
of Commons.

2. Because in respect of certain of the weGt-
ern provinces the proposed Increase of represen-
tation in the Sexiste has relation solely to the
recult of the last decennial census which result
has been ascertained.

3. Because the said amendment is inappro-
priate and inoongruous.

4. Because rno sufficient reason can be ad'-
duced for the delay effected by the said amend-
ment.

Hon. Mr. BOSTOCK moved that the
Senate do in-sist on their amendaient.

The motion was agreed to on division.

The House .adjourned during pleassure.
