
Keturnin^ OiHcers aud their puwerd and du-
ties,—and relating to the proceedings at

Elections,—and to the peiiod during which
such Elections may be continued, and relating

to the Trial of Controverted Elections, and
the proceedings incident thereto and relating

to the vacating of seats of Members and to

the issuing ana execution of new Writs in case
of any seat being vacated otherwise than by a
dissolution,—shall respectively apply to Elec-

tions of Members to serve in the House of
Commons, for places situate in those Provinces
respectively.

XXVII. Every House of Commons is to

continue for five years from the day of the re-

turn of the writs choosing the same, and no
longer, subject, nevertheless, to be sooner
prorogued or dissolved by the Governor.

XXV III. There shall be a session of the

General Parliament once at least in every

year, so that a period of twelve calendar

months shall not intervene between the last

sitting of Parliament in one Session and the

first sitting of Parliament in the next session.

Powers of Parliament.

XXIX. That the General Parliament will

have power to make Laws for the peace, wel-

fare and good Government of the Federated

Provinces (saving the Sovereignty of the

Mother Country) and especially Laws res-

pecting the following subjec*s .-

—

1. The Public Debt and Property.

2. The Regulation of Trade and Commerce.
3. The imposition or regulation of Duties of

Customs on Imports and Exports, except

on Exports of Timber, Logs, Masts,

Spars, Deals and Sawn Lumber, and of

Coal and other Minerals.

4. The imposition or regulation of Excise

Duties.

5. Thd raising of money by all or any other

modes or systems of Taxation.

6. The borrowing of Money on the Public

Credit.

7 Postal Service.

8. Lines of Steam or other Ships, Railways,

Canals and other works, connecting any

two or more of the Provinces together, or

extending beyond the limits of any Pro-

vince.
