King's removal, a Baptift Preacher took up

his abode in the Townfhip, Ind laboured an

whole winter moft induftrioully to draw away

the Congregation, and in fome inftances with

fuGcefs : but few however have fubmitted to

he rebaptized—the reft, by God's blefting, he

hopes may yet be recovered. In Falmouth he

finds hut few families who adhere to the

Church. He derives moft fatisfadion from

Newport. Although the Baptifts are numer-
ous trhere, yet the Congregation is not incon-

fiderable. The Ch\ireh, which was negkvfted

during ten or twelve years, has becft lately

repaired, and now only wants paliniing on

theQUtfideand pews within, which will foon

be accoiJipliflied. ^n the laft fix month*,

he has baptized i Adult and i8 Infants.

The Rev. Mr. Viets, Mi-ftionary at Digby,

expreiTes his thanks to the Society for their

frequent fupplies of th€ beft Books, which
counteraft the effect of infidel and enthufiaftic

publications that are induftrioully obtruded

upon his people.
