SCATHING INDICTMENT
* OF MEDICAL SERVICES

Brig.-Gen.'/
Chief

of Favoritism

Smart, in Quebec House, Charges Those in
ntrol With Gross Maladministration---Pull

Quebec, March 14.—A scathing in-
dictment of the maladministration of
the Canadian medical gervices in Eng-
land was made by Brig.-Gen. Charles

careless and callous, and that Sir
George Perley, Surgeon-General
Baptie, General Foster, Col. Chisholm
and others who were at the head of
affairs at Argyle House, were re-
sponsible for the bad conditions which
existed.

He sald that after four _years in
charge of the Shorncliffe area, he had
no confidence in the administration,
and the people of Canada when they
knew the facts would demand that it
be ‘changed, and a clean sweep made
of the present officers.

He made direct charges of ‘avorit-
ism and pull against the headquarters
staff, and gave concrete instances of
how Canadian soldiers had suffered
because of Sir George Perley insisting
on his poliey of distributing soldiers
thruout - British hospitals, while Ca-
nadian hospitals had fifty per cent. of
their beds unoecupied. :
