SUMMERSIDE, P.E.
" ONE MILE OF BUILDINGS BURNED.

., SCOURGED

Charlottetown, P.E.I, Oct. 11.—(Spe-
cial.)—The. Town of Summerside, on
the western end of Prince BEdward]
Island, forty miles west of Charlotte-,
town, was scourged by a fire last night
and ‘this morning which caused a 10ss
of $200,000 and the destruction of about'
fifty buildings. 4

Of the population of 4000 many would
be homeless were it not for the hospi-
tality of those who fortunately escaped |
the destroying flames.

The whole town had a narrow escape
from destruction. A fortunate change
in the wind saved it.

The conflagration started in the rail-
way freight shed, from what cause is
as yet unknown. Fanned by a south-
east gale ,the flames spread rapidly,
cutting out a path among the wooden
buildings.

At 6.30 this .morning the courthouse:
