Had a Terrible Experience,
The passengers of the Lusitania had a

terrible experience. 'The first knowledge
which they had of the disaster was when,
owing to the ship rasping over the rocks,

they were all huried from thelr beds by
the shoc.k Many of them were bruised,
and they all hurried on deck In their night
clothes. A scene of great excitement en-
sued. Five hundred people were clamoring
to escape, while the crew tried to paclly
them. and launch the boats. T'he male
ers, In their attempt to selze the
boats, trampled the women under foot,
and, as =aiready cabled, fought the crew
with knives. Some of the more clear head-
ed of the passengers assisted the crew In
their efforts to get out the boats. One
poat, it mow appears, was upset and Its
occupants were immersed. It is still sup-
that some of these were drowned,
but the point has not yet been definitely
established. It is certain, however, that
one boat, having on board twenty people,
bas not yet been reported. She Is suppos-
ed to be adrift In the fog, and this may
ve given rise to the report which reach-
here that 20 persons were drowned by
je upsetting of & boat.
8 Were Almost Naked.

The women and chlidren rescued were
almost naked. Drenched with spray, they
were pulled up the cliffs by the coast peo-
ple. Some of the boats were demolished
in the surf while attempting to land, and
their half-drowmned occupants held onto
rocks, shivering with cold untll rescued.

SIXTEEN KILLED, FIFTY INJURED

WRECK IN INDIANA

Peru, Und., June 26.—Sixteen, persons
were killed and about 50 seriowsly injured
in a wreck of train ‘No. 3, the westbound
Wabash Limited, nine miles west of this
city at 12.80 a.m. to-day. The dead are
all Italian immigrants en route to Colo-
rado. Many of the Injured undoubtedly
will dle.

How It Happened.

Two sections of train No. 3—one coming
from Detroit, and the other from Toledo—
were consolidated in this city Into a train
of 11 cars, making up the fiyer for its
journey to St. Louis. It consisted of a
combination baggage coach, three chailr
cars, combination baggage and smoker,
day coach, immigrant coach, three chalr
cars, three sleepers and the private car
of General Superintendent William Colter
of the Iron Mountain Railway. Having
left this city one hour late, the train was
speeding westward at a high rate, when,
at a point nine miles west, the engine
plunged thru a trestle which had been un-

stream dropped at a sharp degree, a dis-
tance of 40 feet.
Engine Leaped Across.

Owing to the momentum of the train
the engine leaped across the abyss, plunged
into the soft earth on the opposite side
and fell back to the bottom. Engineer
Butler and Fireman Adams were thrown
from the cab, but were not seriously hurt.
The express car and the first chair. car
were telescoped. The immigrant car, fol-
lowed by two chair cars, went down ‘on the
left side of the track, and the tirst sleep-
er pitched forward upon the mass of
wreckage. Its windows and trucks were
broken, but nome of the occupants were
injured. The remaining cars also left
their trucks, but were not badly damaged.
It was in the immigrant and in the day
coaches that most of the deaths and In-
juries occurred.

Danger Could Not Be Seen.

Heavy foliage lined the banks of both
sides of the culvert, the approach to
which was over a reverse curve. There
was no means by which the engine crew
could see the impending danger. In fact
the engine ran out upon the trestie be-
fore the structure gave way. Thb nizut
was Intensely dark. For a moment after
the fatal plunge and dreadful roar cf
crashing mimbers, w deathltke stillness
prevailed. Then there broke out the cries
of the injured.

Farmers to the Rescue.

Trainmen caught up their lanterns and
rushed to the neighboring farm houses for
assistance. The farmers, with their wives
and children, bearing torches, hastened to
the scene, and all efforts were bent to
giving first aid to the injured. Tele-
phone messages were despatched to this
city, and every physician was hurriedly
taken to a special train, which. carried
them to the scene. The injured were
placed aboard the cars and brought te
the General Hospital in this city.

For a time after the rescuers reached the
scene of the wreck little could be done in
the way of removing the dead. Hundreds
of tons of twisted Iron and broken tim-
bers rested upon the car where the un-
fortunsite immigrants were crushed. But
by means of wrecking derricks the mass
was gradually opened, and by daylight
nearly all the dead had been removed to
this city. :
