DAY AT THE LEGISLATURE
MR GANEY WANTS PAPERS

Proceedings at a Lively Session on
Friday Afternoon—Insurance
Company Criticized.

The dull proceeldings of the legisla=
ture were enlivened yesterday after-
noon by the man from Manitoulin, who
made an attack on an insurance com-
pany of which the provinciul secretaryv
Is president. He entertained the housa
for some time while he read from the!
report of Dr. Hunter, inspector of in=
surance and registrar of friendly socie-
ties, showing that the company had
been paying dividends out of capital
account contrary to the federal act, The
eéxpenses of the company in 1901 and
1902 were in excess of the receipts, and
out of the sale of debenture stock he
was able to show that large sums were
paid in commissions. He quoted from
an insurance journal which warmly at-
tacked the methods of the company, and
said the company would not be allowsd
to do business if the inspector of in-
Surance were ncot partial to it. PBo.h
the attorney-general and the provineial
gecretary replied, and imputed to Me,
Gamey the desire to reach the crg
pany on account of the relations of My
Htratton o ix. H

Mr. Gamey's Motion,

Mr. Gamey moved for copies of ore
f].’_‘l'S-'ln'COUn(““ authorizing an increase
in the capital stock of the People’s Life
Insurance Company duripg the last two
years, with all correspondence relating
thereto.

Mr, Gamey s=aid he had felected this
company, because the president of the
company was also the minister in
charge of the department having ccn=
trol ¢f the insurance comnanpies. I{e
quoted some figures from the report of
the inspecter of insurancs, showing
that in the year 1901 the P-gnie's 1.ife
Insurance Company sold cpture
stock to the amount of £105,850, and
allowed commission of $2357585 on the
sale. In the year 1902 the coinpany
sold debenture stock to the amount of
$104,400, and the commission was $£20,-
440. He wanted to know whe bouzbt
this stock and answercd the question
himself by saving that n. 1901 T. p.
Coffee bought $50,000, and ¥. M. Ful-
land $50,000. Of the c2benture sto-k
sold in 1902, Hon. J. R.Stratfon bougit
$50,000, and C. Kloepfer $50,000.

In the revort of 1901 Mr. Gamey
found that the total premium fincore
of the company was $30,720.43. and the
advances to agents $14,323.07. The
premier's surplus statements were sim-
plicity itself, compared with the state-
ment of affairs of this company, for he
found that the total expenditu-es for
1901 were $14,954,79, while the ordi=
nary income amounted to only $32,858.-
16, showing a deficit for the year, omif=
ting reserve and commissions pald for
sale of debentures, of 12 096.63.

In 1902 the premium income was $46.-
889.01, and the advanceg to agents tr=
talled $30,659.11; traveling expcmses,
$3530.77, and agents’ commizsions.
$9506.96. The total income was $il,-
135.32, and the total expenditures, $79 -
317.63.

Cotitrary to Statute.
There was a law on the statute book
forbidding- the payment of dividends
out of capital account, but this com-
pany had been paying dividends, not-
withstanding the éxcess of expendi=
tures over income. The figures quoted
by him seemed so eéxtraordinary, and
the impairment of capital so great that
he was constrained to call attention to

the condition of affairs.

Mr. Gamey then qucted. from an
insurance journal, Money and
Risks, which had said that the

company would Bét be able to carry on
busivess unless’ the Inspector of
surance was partial to it.

Mr. Gamey had been informed thru
the manual of the People's Life Ins-r=-
ance Company, that the reserve ig fi>- |
ured on a 3 1-2 per cent. basis. If his
information was correct, that statement
was wrong, for the reserve is figured
on a basis of 4 1-2 per cent. There was?
not a parallel in the world, said Mr.
Gamey, where an insurance company
had a premium income of only $46.00.
and paid advanceg to agents of $30,-
GO0,

Mr. Gibson Replies,

The attorney-general said he was ot
the pre<ident of the company, altho he
was not the minister in charge of t-e
insurance department. He loft the de-
tails of the branch to the officer in
charge of it, in whom he had the flles:
confidence. It was rather unusual for
an hon. gentleman to refer especially tv
a company in calling attention to svch
matters. It was not an unusual thinz
for new companies to do business cn
an impairment of capital, ard he in-
stanced the Canada Life,

Mr. Gamey: Is it usual to do business
in that way?

The attorney-general replied
that he preferred to mak>
speech.

Mr. Glbson said the question wag not
whether the inspector of insurancs had
sons doing business for an insurance
company, but was the inspector doing
his duty? He had read the article re-
fered to by Mr. Gamey, in which thers
was some reference to Mr. Huntor’s
sons. If anyone thought the inspector
of insurance was showing any favor-
itism he should make a charge againe:
him. The object of the motion wasg to
attack the company cf which the pro-
vincial secretary is treasurer, but he
had no objection to the return asked fer
being brought down.

Stration to Gamey,

The provincial secretary, as presidant
of the People’s Insurance Company,
craved the indulgence af the house, ard
his first remark was that the ‘“‘beautifii
character of the hon. gentleman (Mr.
Gamey) was exhibited here this afte:-
noon.” The People's Insurance Com=
pany, he said, was doing busiress under
an act of the legislature, and he showe
that the statutes gave the company
right to issue debentures up to $250,
000,
