specter Burke, who was killed there, 
had beftn the instructor of many of 
"the "Black " and Tans' stationed at 
ttormanatown. He . was vefy popular 
with the young police reiruits he 
trained, and when they heard of his 
death, it was human nature that they 
should feel they ought to avenge him. 
knowing that the organization respon­
sible for the crime would shelter, 
rather than give up the oUtprlts."

IfUhe police wèire able to cope with 
the situation, General Macready said, 
there would be no need of the presence 
In Ireland of either* "Black and Tans” 
or military, and continued: "But as a 
result of murders, forced resignations 
ahd the Impossibility bf recruiting the 
Royal Irish Constabulary at home, it 
was fgund imperative to augment the 
forces of law and order from England.”

Discussing the government’s atti­
tude toward the dorlf hunger 
the general said: "The Irish Republi­
can army having disorganized, not only 
the machinery of justice in this coun­
try, but also the transport of mails, 
have themselves to blame If more time 
than usual Tiàs be'err tost by the gov­
ernment in taking the steps required 
to bring to trial the men accused of 
mtlrdei and sedition."

He pointed out, however, that less 
time had elapsed in, preparing the 
enses for trjal by court-martial than 
If they had come before the regular 
courts in the old way, and he declared, 
furthermore, that the Cork prisoners 
wqpld be surer of receiving impartial 
justice before a court-màrtiai than be­
fore ordinary courts, where the self- 
interest of the attorneys was a cpn- 
elderatlon. He said the Cork prison­
ers were among twenty or twenty-five 
suspects, the others having been 
weeded out, when atj. investigation 
showed there was no chance of suc­
cessfully prosecuting them- 
ngainst the eleven hunger strikers the 
government considered it had a strong 
case in eacp. instance, and"-, every case 
involved the taking of life."

The Sheeting aL Lahinch.
Dfobiln, Sept. 23.—An official report 

issued -at 'Dublin Castle t^ils evening 
shows that the attack Wednesday on a 
motor lorry containing six policemen 
near Lahinch. was more serious than 
was previously announced. Six con­
stables were killed, while soldiers who 
fired on their assailants assert that 
they saw four of them drop. The po­
lice allege that their assailants used 
dum dum bullets, and that the wound­
ed were fired upon and killed- 

Burned Down Houses.
London, Sept. 23.—As a reprisal for 

the shooting of policemen near La­
hinch, says a despatch tp the Central 
News from Ehnis, a party of uniform­
ed men during the night set fire to 
eighteen houses in Milltown, Maltbay, 
Lahinch and Ennlstown. Three civil­
ians were shot dead.

Castle Mary, the seat of èolonel 
Longfleld, dating from the reign of 
King John, was set on fire and dS.-, 
stroyed by raiders last night. The 
raiders gave the .occupant» of the 
castle ten minutes in which to leave 
the building.
