“The Merchants Association of New 
York respectfully urges upon the pro» 
psetive presidential candidates, and unoi 
both national political conventions th< 
importance of adopting the followi 
planks which guarantee to the people 
the country a sound financial and tru* 
credit currency system.

“First,—We pledge ourselves to establish 
such a financial system as will protect th* 
United States treasury against the dan­
ger of assgult and the peril of repudiation 
the government being limited to its consti­
tutional functions concerning money anj 
regulating the value thereof, and of th< 
collecting and disbursing of its revenues.

“Second,—We pledge ourselves to estab­
lish a true credit currency system which 
will enable the farmer, the produeer, the 
manufacturer and the merchant to con­
vert. through the agency of the banks, 
their commodities into currency, redeem­
able by the banks in their vicinity.
