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PEA CROP HURT;
- MANY FIELDS RUINED

A Green Louse, Distinguished
by the Rusty Color of the Peas
and the Odor From the Fields,
is Damaging the Crop;in Ontar-
io.

Pea growing has had a checkered his-
tory in Ontario. In the case of this cer-
eal, one definitely canmot count hie chick-
ens before they are hatched. The pea
crop of Ontario never gave greater prom-
isé than it did this year. Everywhere re-
ports of the growing crop were most fav-
orable. But now on the edge of harvest
a new enemy has appeared. A green
louse, feasting itself fat on the succulent
leaves, has tufned ‘many a promising field |
into a failure; and left the ominous rusty
colored vines as evidence of its work.

and they were at.a loss to tell whence
these waves of miasmatic tendencies came.
Close observation has connected this smelll

show that the green lice have died after
reaching a certain stage and turned
brown. These decaying animalculae have
contributed to . the disagreeable atmos-
pheres prevailing in certain places. Later
these ‘“‘corpses” seem to dissipate into
thin air almost entirely and leave a white
shell-like framework like the skin that
the snake crawls out of. Whether a met-
amorphosis has taken place and the new
life lown away, examination has not yet
revealed to us. : ;

At any rate this is what is creating
havoc in the pea fields of York and On-
tario counties, and fouling the atmosphere
in the vicinity, The leaves and pode are
attacked until the eap is nearly all ex-
tracted, and the outer leaf-skin is de-
stroyed. The vines then sicken and die
and the half formed peas dwindle away
into very poor chickenfeed at best. It
means the total destruction of some fields
and a serious curtailment in the yields
of others.

Extra early peas have fared the best.
In many quarters early garden peae are
grown by the farmers for the big United
States and English dealers. In these cas-
es the peas are now far advanced and
many are harvested, so that the “June
bug,” or whatever bug it is, will have
little to do with their yields. It is with
the Canadian Beauties, the Black-Eye,
Marrowfat and Prussian Blue peas that
the great damage is being dome. Since
this crop was spwn more largely than us-
ual this year owing to the absence of the
“pea-bug” proper, the loss therefore will
be considerable to the farmers.

The ladies are also complaining of this
same unwelcome guest on their sweet pea
vines in the lawns and gardens. Many
have died already and the blooming flow-
ers of others entirely cut off. These peo-
ple passed it without much comment, but
now they are wondering if a liberal spray-
ing of paris green or helibore would not
have saved their favorite flowers.

|FOREST FIRES
* ALONG BORDER

After Respite of Two Weeks
St. Croix Owners Are Fight-
. ing Flames Again.

Ll

Calais, Aug. 5.—After having a respite
of two weeks, owners of woodlands along
the Bt. Croix river are again at work
fighting fires which are springing up in
all directions, threatening the outskirts
of the towns and settlements and caus-
ing no end of uneasiness. Just. back of
Milltown . and within a short distance of
the Calais ceremtery brisk fires were in
progress Monday and a call was made for
men to fight the flames which spread
with marked rapidity in the direction of
the river, fanned by a brisk west wind.
There is not a single drop of water any-
where with which the flames may be
fought and the ground is so dry that it
makes but little impression upon the en-
eroaching fire so completely covered is
the surface with dry vegetable matter
which burns like tinder. The firg back
of Milltown is on the Murchie and Tyler
lands, getting into the latter on Monday
notwithstanding the fact that a brisk
wind was blowing the sparks in the very
oppoosite direction. The Tyler lot was
piled with brush from operations, previ-
ously carried on and the huge piles sent
up a dense smoke which alarmed the
residents of Milltown, who thought their
Homes were in danger. and the men who
were sent out to prevent the flames from
spreading nearer the houses had a hand
time to keep them within bounds.

It is said that the fire on this lot was
purposely set by someone who wanted to
have a little excitement, as its location
was .such that under the conditions pre-
vailing Monday it was next to impossible
for it to get started in any other way.
The Murchie fire, which threatened tfo
work as far as the cemetery, has been
burning for several days, and was prac-
tically extinguished by a crew of men
sent out Friday evening, but the wind of
Monday fanned the embers into life and
the flames made rapid progress in the
general direction of the river, sending
up clouds of smoke which gave residents
of the city proper the impression that
a serious conflagration was in progress
and that there was danger to farm pro-
perty along the river road. The land
through which the fire is now running
138 not particularly valuable, the trees be-
‘ng of small growth and doubtful value
element is checked it will in time reach
more valuable land and do serious dam-
age to farm property in its path.

The men are greatly handicapped in
their efforts to stop the spread of the
flames, the ground being parched to a
considerable  depth and all the brooks
and mud holes baked for lack of mois-
ture, and the work of beating them out
by means of boughs is slow and exceed-
ingly hot work. On the New Brunswick
side of the river a brisk fire was in
progress in the neighborhood of Mohan-
nes and the clouds of smoke were added
to those sent out by the burning brush
and trees on the American side of the
line. Should the present conditions con-
tinue longer a large tract of country will
be burned over, and rtain is the only
thing that will save landowners from
heavy losses.
