Statistics just contributed to the New 

York Evening Post show surprising pro­
gress on the part of the negro race dur­
ing the last half centuiy. Fifty-three 
years ago the negroes in the United 
States numbered only 4,000,000. They 
had just emerged from a long period of 
bondage and were dependent, helpless, 
friendless wards of the nation. A great 
race lay before the negro, in the strug­
gle for a place in the national life of his 
country. Fifty-three years after the 
signing of the immortal document giv­
ing him his freedom, he stands today 
no longer a dependent, friendless ward 
of the nation, but an integral part of its 
national life and conscience. He num­
bers over ten million people scattered 
throughout the nation, From an ignor­
ant and inefficient laborer, he has be­
come a competent and effective laborer. 
There are over 2,000,000 farmers, 36,000 
miners, 20,000 barbers, 21,000 teachers, 
15,000 clergymen, 2,500 physicians, 2,000,- 
000 mistresses of independent.homes, and 
2,000,000 children in the public schools. 
From a penniless slave he pays taxes 
on property valued at $570,000,000. His 
part in the national government is con­
tributed in the 9,000 negro officers in the 
executive service of the nation, and in 
the state and municipal civil service he 
holds at least 10,000 offices. He furn­
ishes four competent regiments to the re­
gular army, and contributes 500,000

A very pathetic aspect of the war is 
ilustrated in an incident related by 
Bonar Law, in a recent address at a 
great recruiting demonstration at 
Bootle.

“Let me tell you," said Mr. Law, “if I 
may, an incident—one of many—which 
was told to me by a friend who was at 
the front, and which made me realize 
what this

ing successfully, overwhelming forces 
which were trying to drive them out. 
At last the time for relief came. They 
came out of the trenches, but only a 
fourth of those who had gone into them 
and they came out under the command 
of one who had become their senior, of­
ficer, a boy of nineteen. When they 
came out he formed up.his men. He 
gave them the order to march, and then 
he burst into tears, and fell fainting to 
the ground. While duty required it he 
had done all that was wanted of him, 
but when it was over the strain was too 
much, and he broke down. That is the 
kind of thing that is being done by our 
soldiers everywhere, and we are proud 
of this.”

THE SPIRIT OF FRANCE

The “Nation” pays a high tribute to 
the magnificent way in which the French 
national character asserted itself in the 
face of the artful calamity by wihich the 
nation was threatened in the invasion of 
Germany. After quoting President 
Poincaire’s eulogy of the Frencha soldier 
who is described as maintaining “an un­
equaled power on the offensive, and at 
the same time schools himself in patience 
and in tenacity, “the Nation says: “It is, 
however, mainly the manifestation of 
French national character away from the 
actual fighting that kindles admiration. 
. . . .In the face of what was certain­
ly a fearful danger, and what might 
easily result in a national catastrophe, 
France was calm. The people summoned 
all their reserves of strength and capa­
city to endure, and gave the world an 
inspiring example of a nation prepare# 
to drain the bitterest cup without whim­
pering.
